Story Apts. is an FHA 236 project. The
236 program is intended for low-moderate
income persons. All rentals are based on the
basic monthly rental which includes all util-
ities, carpeting, drapery, garbage disposal,
refrigerator - freezer and all the annemities
in the project. For more information, please
call 251-1142 or come by the office. Depend-
ing on the size of family, a tenant would
pay 25¢; of his adjusted gross income to-
wards the monthly rental. There is a basic
monthly rental (EX. 1-bedroom—$92.00; 2-
hedroom—$113.63; 3-bedroom—$135.28; 4-
bedroom—$156.91).

There are certain income limitations set
up by FHA. The basic monthly rentals above
are based on 135¢; of the market rental rate
in the area. To qualify, an applicant must
meet the minimum qualifications. Special
consideration is being given to people of
physical handicap, people of age 62 or over,
people displaced by government action or
local disaster.

Story Apts., in addition, has a most com-
plete recreation and community building.
For example, in coordination with the Alum
Rock School District, there are plans for
three classrooms, child care center, aslarge
multi-purpose room which can be utilized
for almost anything—weddings, dances, par-
ties, movies, banquets. We have a pool room
table, a card room table for adults, special
color television room for those families who
don’t have a television set. There is a library
and reading room. In both lobbies there is
sufficient space for a lounge room.

Aside from this, Story Apts. is dedicating
a 3-acre park to the City of San Jose which
is again for all the public to use but pri-
marily intended for residents of this area.
There is space for commercial area (10,000

square footage). There are plans for educa-
tional programs for the tenants such as a
home ownership education program, English
courses, math courses, etc.

FOSTER PARENTS
NEEDED FOR
DISTURBED KIDS

A 15-year-old San Jose boy, who seemed
outwardly normal, recently started behaving
in a disturbed manner.

He would lock himself up in his room for
hours.

He started saving small bits of string, but-
tons, paper clips, all kind of odd items.
These he stored in paper bags in his par-
ents’ backyard.

When his family questioned his behavior
he threatened them.

Eventually he went to a private institu-
tion, which handles disturbed youngsters.

He is one of several hundred young per-
sons from this county being cared for in
hospitals or special homes outside of the
county at a sizeable cost each month. The
expense often runs to $800 per month, per
youngster, according to the social workers
handling these youngsters.

A group of professionals representing
child care agencies in the County are mak-
ing a mutual effort to find alternate, more
effective and less costly solutions. They re-
port that at present the only psychiacric
treatment available in such cases is at ex-
pensive private institutions or state hospitals
out of the County.

A member of the group, Dr. Saul Wasser-
man commented, “One trouble is that we
have teenagers growing up who know how
to get along in institutions but not how to
live out in the world.”

The group includes Marcia Rogers, a co-
ordinator of children’s services in the County
Mental Health Division; Jackie Weiss, fos-
ter home recruiter, County Social Services
Department; Margarer Manly, a supervisor
of Community Services, State Department of
Social Welfare, and Dr. Wasserman, a resi-
dent in psychiatry at Stanford Medical

Center.

They have worked out a plan to place
many of the youngsters in foster homes with
families who have no more than two chil-
dren. Generally they believe that couples
who have experienced the raising of children
to adulthood and now have empty homes
might be ideal for the task.

Dr. Wasserman commented, “When it
comes to raising youngsters, nothing can beat
understanding parents.”

Miss Rogers added, “It will take people
who are patient. They can expect some try-
ing scenes. These youngsters aften have some
serious problems, but seeine them making
progress can be very rewarding.”

The committee has worked out an arrange-
ment under which the State Community Serv-
ices Division will pay $168 per month for
cach child’s board and room. In addition the
County will provide medical treatment and
counselling for the children and parents. The
natural parents will be asked to provide for
various needs, and an effort will be made to
provide special recreational and social octiv-
ities through a community endeavor.

The committee members said the eventual
aim will be to return the child to its own
home.

The committee expects that far becter care
will be provided for the youngsters ac half
the present cost to the County.

The group members in making their ap-
peal for foster parents warned that "a per-
son should not expect to make a living solely
from this type of activity.” They feel that
applicants should have other sources of in-
come. .

The committee also would like to find a
number of foster parents from minority
groups.

Persons interested in applying should con-
tact the Foster Home Recruiter at 299-2981
in the County Department of Social Services.

The Symptoms of A
HEART ATTACK

An intensive program to induce people
to seek early medical attention in case of
possible heart attacks has been launched by
the education committee of the Santa Clara
County Heart Association.

Dr. Gerald Toole, SCCHA president, said
he believes many lives would be saved if
the early warning signs of a heart attack
are understood and if those involved would
cake prompt action.

“The first hour after a heart attack strikes
is the greatest danger,” Dr. Toole said.
"That is why it is so important everyone
recognize a possible heart attack and call
quickly for medical aid.”

His views were reinforced by Dr. Harry
Glatstein, chairman of the HA education
committee.

“To often,” Dr. Glatstein explained,
“someone suffering a heart attack will sit
around for two hours either hoping it will
go away or taking baking soda. Often, by
the time they get to the hospital, they are
dead.”

Dr. Glatstein pointed out that this county

has more trained emergency personnel and
more sophisticated coronary care facilities
than probably any other area in the nation.

“However,” he continued, “to take ad-
vantage of these life-saving facilities, people
must be persuaded to call their doctors at
the slightest suspicion of a heart attack.”

Dr. Glatstein said these are the early warn-
ing of a heart attack:

1. Prolonged, heavy pressure or squeezing
pain in the center of the chest, behind the
breastbone.

2. Pain may spread to shoulder, arm, neck
or jaw. .

3. Pain or discomfort is often accompanied
by sweating, nausea, vomiting and shortness
of breath.

“Sometimes the symptoms subside and then
return,” Dr. Glatstein cautioned. “Don’t
wait. Call your doctor and describe your
symptoms. If he is not available go imme-
diately to a hospital emergency room.”

I know
some real estate appraisers who studied real
estate with me; they now run their own de-
partments.

SACRAMENTO — Far fewer youths are
being committed to the Youth Authority to-
day than 10 years ago, but they tend to be
older, more likely to have used narcotics
and more frequently from middle-class
homes.

These are some of the trends in a newly-
completed CYA research report which com-
pares the admission characteristics of wards
from 1961 to 1970.

The report notes that the number of first
admissions to the Youth Authority has been
declining sharply since 1965, when a peak of
6,190 was reached. The total dropped to
3,746 in 1970, primarily the result of the
probation subsidy program, under which the
state provides su{midies to county probation
departments in return for reducing levels of
commitments to state institutions. The sub-
sidy must be used by the counties to set
up intensive probation supervision programs
for these offenders.

The report noted that there has been a
sharp increase in the percentage of young
people who were committed to the CYA
over the 10-year period for drug and nar-
cotics violations. In 1961, 4.5 per cent were
committed for drug and narcotics viola-
tions. The following year, the total dropped
even further, to 3.6 per cent. Since then,
the percentage has increased steadily and
by 1970, 19.3 per cent of the CYA admis-
gions were committed for narcotics viola-
fions.

Another survey showed that in 1964, 83

er cent of those committed to the CYA
ﬁad no history at all of involvement with
drugs and narcotics. In 1970, only 20 per
cent had no such history—the remaining 80
per cent were known to have been involved
with drugs and narcotics at some point in
their lives.

The study also showed an increase in the
percentage committed for crimes against
persons and a corresponding decrease in the
percentage for crimes against property.

In 1961, 12.6 per cent were committed
for crimes against persons and 44.2 per cent

for crimes against property. By 1970, the
total committed for crimes against persons
had increased to 21.2 per cent; that for
crimes against property had dropped to
29.8 per cent.

The medium age of young people com-
mitted to the CYA was 17 in 1961, dropped
to 16.7 in 1963 and increased to 17.7 in
1970.

The percentage with no prior records has
dropped sharply since 1961, when 5.3 per
cent had no previous records of law viola-
tions. In 1970, only 2.9 per cent had no
prior record when admitted to the CYA.

A survey of the socio-economic level of
the families of wards committed to the CYA
showed that in 1965 65.7 per cent were
below average, 28.3 average and 6 per cent
above average. In 1970, 54.3 per cent were
below average; 37.7 per cent average and
8 per cent above average.

The Youth Authority receives its commit-
ments from either juvenile or criminal (adult)
courts, and the percenetage coming from
the latter has been increasing steadily. In
1961, 72.2 per cent came from juvenile
courts and in 1963 the percentage totaled
75.2. By 1970, only 58.8 per cent came from
the jnvenile courts; the remainder from crim-
inal courts.

During the early years of the 1960's, there
was a trend of increases in the percentages
of minorities committed to the CYA, but
this trend has been reversed since 1965.

In 1961, 58 per cent of those committed
were white; 18.4 per cent were Mexican-
American, and 22.3 per cent were black.
In 1965, the totals were 51.5 per cent white,
18.6 per cent Mexican-American and 27.9
percent Negro. By 1970, the proportion of
whites had increased to 55.4 per cent while
those for Mexican-Americans and blacks had
dropped to 17.5 per cent and 24.8 per cent
respectively.

The percentage of wards whose families
receive at least some public assistance has
been increasing since 1965, according to the
report. In 1965, 26.4 per cent of those com-
mitted had families whose income was fur-
nished in part or entirely from welfare. In
1970, the total had increased to 32.3 per
cent.
