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Susanne Gahl is Associate Professor in the Department of Linguistics and the Cognitive Science Program at UC Berkeley. She received her PhD in Linguistics in 2000 and subsequently held positions as lecturer at Harvard University and as postdoctoral researcher at both the University of Illinois and the University of Chicago. Since 2008, she has been on the faculty at UC Berkeley. Her research and teaching focus on Psycholinguistics and language disorders. Her work has been published in Language, Journal of Memory and Language, Aphasiology, and Journal of Phonetics, among other places. 
About Tonight’s Lecture

Aphasia is a language disorder affecting an estimated 1 in 200 people in the U.S. today. Despite how many people are living with aphasia, the term “aphasia” is rarely used in the media. More often aphasia is – incorrectly – described as “speech problems”, or “difficulty talking”. In this talk, I describe two research projects about language processing in people with aphasia, after providing background information about aphasia and related disorders.
