BUILDINGS AND FACILITIES 
Fresno State College is .located on a new 1410-acre site at Cedar and Shaw Ave­

nues in the northeast seccion of the City of Fresno. The major buildings on the 
new campus are administration, agricultural classroom, agricultural mechanics. art­
home economics, bookstore, business, cafeteri3, education-psychology, engineering, 
home maoagemer)t cottage, indusuial arts, laboratory school, library, men's gym­
nasium, music, science, social science, speech arts, student henltb service, and 
women's gymnnsium. A large amphithc:..tre is located hetwcen the spcecb ~lrts and 
music buiJdings to accommod:1tc commencements, convocations, and other large 
assemblages. Three residence halls are located on rhe campns. Jo'r:mk . Honum 
Hall houses 208 men; Mary Balcer Hall :md George '"'est Graves Hall boose 416 
women. Plans cuJJ for the cOJIStl"\!ction of other new buildings :md additions ro 
existing buildings to mcer the enrollment incre:1ses :mticip3ted during rhe ne11.t 
scvc~al years. . . 

The major academic buildings ou the haw Avenue Campus first occupied dm-ing 
the 1953-1954 school yeru·, are located within a 220-llct·c nea. These modem buihl­
mgs arc ·surrounded by bcauriful trees, shrubbery, flowers, and hroad ~xp:1ns s of 
g.ra . A lovely fountain gmccs the handsome MemOl"inl. Court iu the center of 
the campus. \oVaJkways, bordered hy occasionnl benches intcdacc the campus, 
providing lor a free flow of student traffic berweco the buildings.

The college mal<es specinl arrangemenrs for use of facilities in Bakersfield for 
the Bakersfield Center and in other valley communities for summer session and 
extension programs. 

" LIBRARY 

A functional building, completed in 1956, houses the College Library. The col­
lt:cti ns include over .180,000 catalogued volumes, 85,000 government publications, 
_ ~.000 pamphlet~ 30,000 maps, ;md 17,000 picrnrcs :11\ll prints. Over l,t.OO pcriodkals 
arc received on subscription. Special co.lleorions include the Roy J. Woodward 
Memorial l.ibr~ry of CaJifomi:1na and the .ollegc rchivcs. A collection of 5,000 
volumes in the College Lnborurury Sd1uul Librar)• provides a model library for a.n 
clernenmry school. fhc Curricu lum Library, wi·rh o CL" 17,000 volumes, contains 
m:tteri'al of value to students of education. The library building accommodates 636 
readers. All students b:wc free access to the resources of the Library. Professional 
librarians are avni.lnble ro assist students in their use of library mate.ria.ls. The 
Library is open seventy-seven hours a week, during hours posted at the cntranct: to 

the building.
