The Health and Welfare
Agency is California’s ‘people’
agency. We're in the business
of helping people who are fac-
ing hard times, whether through
unemployment, physical or
mental disability, drug addic-
tion, lack of proper medical
care, or trying
to get straight
with society
after  being
convicted of
a crime.

Our pro-
grams affect
millions of

C alifornians ,
directly or in
directly. Last year we spent
nearly $6.4 billion in Federal,
State, and county funds—dol-
lars which came from the
taxes you pay.

I am a taxpayer, too, and I
want to know where and how
my tax dollars are being spent.

All of us have a right to
know how government is han-
dling our money—and that’s
the purpose of this column.
Health and welfare. programs
are becoming more complex as
we refine our goals in the in-
terests of economy and public
service.

We cannot tolerate freeload-
ing at the public’s expense: [
will be telling you how the
Health and Welfare Agency is
trying to prevent that situation
from happening. We also will
not allow genuinely needy
people to suffer, and [ will be
letting you know what the
Agency is doing to serve

these people.

Many people feel the money
being spent on health and wel-
fare is goinginto a bottomless
pit—that there’s no return on
the investment. They are
wrong.

Any reasonable amount of
public funds spent on helping
a juvenile heroin addict to
kick his habit, to provide vo-
cational training, and to find
him a meaningful job is re-
turned many times over—in the
contributions he’ll be making
to the economy through pro-
ductive work, through normal
consumption of goods and
services (which generates
more money to provide more
jobs for more people) and by
paying his share of taxes.

On the other side of the
coin, the initial expenditure
of public funds prevents fur-
ther expenses—the costs we
would be stuck with if he had
gone on to a life of crime to
support his habit.

As the headline for this
column says, these are your
taxes at work, funding pro-
grams to benefit you. In future
columns I hope to give you
a better understanding of
how California’s largest State
agency 1is using your tax
dollars.

El angel se fundio en Florencia, Italia y
en julio de 1957 se cayo hacia la calle de
Florencia.

Para sus cimientos se usaron 50 kms. de
pilotes de madera de eucalipto. Se ha elevado
cuatro metros sobre el nivel de la calle. Su
costo original fue de 3 y medio milliones de
pesos y actualmente se encuentra puro y re-
luciente, a causa del bafio dorado que reci-
bio recientemente.

Sefior Juarez que por mas de un siglo ha
sido el faro para las juventudes de Latino
America; el gran indio zapoteca Don Benito
Juarez.

El sefior Luis Juarez nacio en el Estado de

America, pero al poco tiempo de haber
nacido, sus padres regresaron a Mexico, a
Nueva Rosita, Coahuila, en este lugar Luis
hizo su escuela primaria. Tenia trece afios
cuando regreso a Los Angeles California,
empezo a estudiar Ingles, sosteniendose con
su trabajo que cambiaba con mucha frescu-
encia, cortaba zacate, arreglaba jardines, po-
daba arboles, barria y limpiaba solares, lava-
ba platos, ayudaba en los restaurantes, en fin,
donde habia forma de ganar un dolar alli
estaba Luis, pero no descuidaba sus estudios,
en la escuela hacia toda clase de trabajos que
le dejaran dinero para pagar su colegiatura.

Cuando tenia diez y siete afios ingreso en

la Marina, sirvio en el Pacifico por tres afios,
durante las horas libres que le dejaba el
servicio siguio estudiando hasta lograr ter-
minar su “High School.” Cuando salio de
la Marina ya se habia graduado de High
School, entonces entro a estudiar en el “City
College de Santa Monica,” California.

En 1949 se radico en San Jose, matriculan-
dose en el “San Jose State College.” Por cua-
tro afios estuvo estudiano y trabajando, algu-
nas veces en los campos, piscando fruta o
trabajando en las hortaliza, asi sostenia sus
estudios y su familia, para entonces ya tenia
dos hijos, dos hijas su sefiora.

Estudiaba “Enviromental Health” Sanea-
miento Ambidental. Con los conocimientos
que habia adquirido en sus estudios consi-
guio trabajo como inspector de salubridad
con el gobierno. Se hizo una competencia
entre nueve empleados, en esa competencia
el sefior Juarez logro quedar en primer lugar.
Era el primer Mexico Americano que lograba
un puesto de esa categoria a pesar de la dis-
criminacion. Esto le valio una Beca para Post
Graduados, fue a Berkeley, estudiando en
este plantel hasta que recibio su Master Degre
en Salubridad Publica en 1957.

Las Naciones Unidas le propusieron tra-
bajar en este organismo, como Consejero de
Salud para la America Latina, dependiente
de la Organizacion Mundial para la Salud.
Los paises que estuvieron a su cargo fueron:
Mexico, Guatemala, Honduras, Columbia y
Ecuador. Por dos afios desempeiio esta tarea,
al terminar regreso nuevamente a San Jose
como Inspector de Salubridad encargado de
las organizaciones de ciudadanos al cuidado
del aspecto y la salubridad de la ciudad.

El gogierno federal le ofrecio un puesto
en la campana de la erradicacion de la fiebre
amarilla en los Estados de Texas, Louisiana,
Florida, las islas virgenes y Puerto Rico; ya
habiendo hecho arreglos para salir en esa
comision el “City Manager,” Regente de la
Ciudad le ofrecio hacerlo su asistente si se
quedaba en San Jose, el Sr. Juarez acepto el
puesto de asistente del Sr. Hamann. Sin em-
bargo, para ocupar este puesto, habia el in-
conveniente de que era Mexico Americano y
yue ningun Mexico Americano habia desem-
pefiado un puesto de esa responsabilidad, por
lo cual seria muy mal visto; pero haciendo
a un lado los prejuicios y basandose en los
conocimientos demonstrados por el Sr. Juar-
ez, asi como los servicios prestados se hizo
cargo del puesto desde 1964 hasta 1968.

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NEW HOUSING BOARD
MEMBER IS NAMED

Paul Sepulveda, 24, a San Jose State Uni-
versity student who has been active in Mex-
ican-American organizations, is the newest
member of the County Housing Authority
board. He formerly was a field representa-
tive for Senator Al Alquist.

Sepulveda was appointed by the County
Board of Supervisors. He replaces Acty. Al-
fred Perez, who resigned recently due to the
pressure of personal business.

The housing authority board supervises
the County's rent subsidy program for low
income families. With the use of federal
funds it attempts to provide housing for
elderly couples and families with limited in-
comes if they live outside the City of San
Jose. There also is a City Housing Authority.

Sepulveda was sworn in as a board mem-
ber by Superior Court Judge John R. Ken-
nedy.

The new board member and his wife live
at 1884 Schulte Dr., San Jose.

He is a member of the Mexican-American

Politixal Association and was active in Voz
y Voto, a Chicano voter registration drive.
Sepulveda also has been active in an effort
to encourage Chicano and disadvantaged
high school graduates to attend college.

From 1966 to 1969 he served in the U. S.
Army paratroops, where he rose to the rank
of a sergeant on the headquarters staff of
the 101st Airborne Div. He also served as
an enlisted aide to a general of the Army of
the Republic of (South) Vietham (ARVN).

Sepulveda graduated from San Jose City
College where he received a graduate schol-
arship from the college and the Curt Hodg-
kins Memorial Scholarship. He was the Ro-
tary Club "Student of the Month” for No-
vember 1971.

He was a member of State Senator Al-
quist’s staff from July through November

of last year, and at present he is a public

administration major at San Jose State.
