Association for Small Business
Development

The American Association for
Small Business Development (AASBD) is
a new organization formed by business-
men interested in being better business
managers and persons interested in the
success of small business.

The small businessman usually
finds himself ata disadvantage as he has
to do all the activities pertaining to run-
ning a business, This is perhaps not im-
possible to achieve if the businessman
works from 12 to 18 hours each day. But,
even if the small businessman does put
in long hours, the basic problem is not
solved because the businessman is not
only pressed for time but he also needs
specialized assistance and counselingin
certain aspects of managing his business
Besides the problems relating specific-
ally to the day-to-day operation, the
small businessman also need to keep in-
formed of current changes in legislation
that pertain and are vitalto his business.

Are there ways of strengthening
and assisting in order to improve small
businesses? The group of businessmen
and persons interested in business know
there is away for the small businessman
to improve his business.

The Association intends to pro-
vide businessman assistance in whatever
business issues or problems they face
which are brought to the attention of the
Association, Problems that arise may
affect only the particular businessman
or be one that affects other businessmen
in the same line of business.

It might very well be that the busi-

What does abusinessman needto present
toa prospective lender in order to make
a loan request that will provide the po-
tential lender an opportunity to analyze
the status and potential of the business
in order to decide whether to make the
loan to him ?

A service that most likely the
businessmen members would like is a
course in business management educa-
tion or specialized sources in specific
aspects of business. Other businessmen

might want counseling assistance with
aproblemthat is severely affecting their
operation,

What are the current changes in
tax legislation, city, county, state, or
national, that affect a business? Cur-
rent legislation and business trends that
arepertinent to a small businessman are
to be presented via a newsletter that is
plammed by the AASBD,

These are a few of the basic type
of services that can be made available to
members of the Association,

All of the services which the As-
sociation offers will have the ultimate
goal of assisting the businessman to be-
come a better businessman and thereby
realize a more profitable business that
will provide him and his family with a
high income,

Judge Paul R, Teilh, candidate
for the Superior court bench, is the son
of parents who came to this country from
modest homes inthe French Pyrenees in
southwest France, near the Spanish bor-
der.

He was Santa Clara County clerk
from 1955 to 1966, chief clerk of super-
ior courts and county recorder., He
served as judge ofthe superior court pro
tem from 1964 to 1966, before he was
elected to the municipal bench,

Beginning as a private, Judge
Teilh has risen to major general of the
National Guard, commanding forces in
Northern California., During World War
II, Teilh saw action as an infantry com-
bat officer inthe Aleutianislands theater,

Commenting on the many young
men of Spanish descent in Santa Clara
county National Guard, General draws
on his own 34 years with the military to
observe, "These are good men, they
are real soldiers,"

A credit tothis tracition are such
local Guardsmen as Lt. Colonel Julias

Dias, Major Charles Barrena, Master
Sgt. Clarence Berryessaand Master Sgt.
Manuel Bueno. General Teilh estimates
a fifth of National Guardsmen from this
regionare of Spanish or Mexican parent-
age,

A devout Catholic, Judge Teilh is
a good family man, Mrs, Teilh shares
pride intheir three daughters, one a nun
teaching at Mission Dolores school inSan

Francisco, another a student at Notre
Dame high school in San Jose, and a
third, studying history, at San Jose State
college,

judge pro tem, county clerk and recor-
der have given Judge Teilh experience,
wisdom and balance needful to duties of
a higher bench,

Discription of Background and
Character of Mayfair
Action Council

The Mayfair Action Council was
formed in March 1968 under the guidance
of staff members of the East Valley Op-
portunity Center (EVOC), the area ser-
vice center of the Santa Clara County
EOC.

Their membership is restricted
to residents and property owners who
live solely within the presently delineated
limits of Mayfair, Their primary pur -
pose in forming was to provide local ci-
tizen participation in the preparation of
ofthe application for a Model City grant.
Officers report that they have several
hundred members, By-laws are now be-
ing formed., Their officers are: Chair-
man; Frank Rivera; Aides; Warren Aus-
tin, Frank Ortiz, Manuel Austin, Sher-
man Harris, Dale Alexander, Mrs, Lala
Garcia, and Mrs. Elena C, Fernandez.

Although Mexican-Americans are
the majority of the board, Blacks and
Anglos are included,

Officers of the Mayfair Action
Council met with the Consultants, the
Mayor of San Jose and representative of
the City Manager's office to furnish their
views of the Model City neighborhood
problems,

On March 19, 1968, Mr, Frank
Rivera, Chairman-Pro-Tem, called a
meeting of residents at which approxi-
mately 150 were in attendance, The pur-
pose of the meeting was to elect officers
and organize study sessions to review
our questionaire concerning Mayfair
problems, The sense of the meeting,
according to Eldon Erickson of the City
Msdnager's office who attended, was a
general agreement as to the basic needs

(identified elsewhere in this application)
of the Mayfair area., The following list
is not in any order of priority.

1. Job training and expanded job
opportunities.

2. Funds for Housing.

3. Bus Service,

4, Local Medical and Welfare
Facilities,

5, Police protection with less
Y"harassment,'

6. Recreation Facilities.

7. Improvement of Public Utili-
ties Service.

In meeting with the Council leader-
ship, it was our impression that their
major concern (as property owners,
many of whom have lived in Mayfair for
many years) is with physical planning
and improvement in public facilities and
utilities: streets, sidewalks, storm
drainage, traffic control. They are proud
of their homes and want to be proud of
their neighborhood and want it developed
to the same standards that they see on
the west side of San Jose. There is an
explicit assumptionthat the physical de-
terioration creates social problems, As
one member put it:

"The atmosphere draws people
who don't want to do anything but hang
around, The darkness and City' s disin-
terest makes the whole area look like a
place out inthe swamps, The atmosphere
draws people who don't want to work,"

Although originally formed to pro-
vide citizen participationin preparingthe
Model City application, we believe the
Mayfair Action Council will probably
continue as a neighborhood home owners
andresidents associationto lobbyin City
Hall for physical improvements, now that
the area has been annexed to San Jose.

As long as Mayfair was in the
County, there seemed little possibility
of publicly-funded improvements. "'"Now'",
one member of the Mayfair Action Coun-
ciltold the Mayor bluntly, but with an air
of hopeful expectation, '"we're just be-
ginning to fight."

The Mayfair Action Council ob-
tained the following endorsement of this

DE ESCOMBROS CALCINADOS

Todos los medios de informacion
han dado la noticia de la terrible explo-
sién seguida por un incendio que redujo
a un montdn de cenizas humeantes lo que
fué la residencia de la familia Pagés.
