Don't forget, the Moon Festival of this

year is on the thirtieth of september!!

The Mid-Autumn or Moon Festival is one
rich in poetic significance. Ancient legends
that became interwoven with this festival's
celebration further contribute to the warm
regard in which it has always been held by the
Chinese people. Mid-Autumn Festival falls on
the 15th day of the eighth lunar month, pre-
cisely in the middie of this season, when th
heat of the summer has given way to cool
autumn weather, marked by blue skies and
gentle breezes. On this day the moon is at its
greatest distance from the earth; at no other
time is it so luminous. Then, as th Chinese
say, "The moon is perfectly round." In the
villages th heavy work involved in the summer
harvest has already been completed but the
autumn harvest has not yet arrived.

Moon cakes come on sale shortly before
festival time. In the past, one could get some
cakes shaped like pagodas, others like a horse
and rider, fish or animals. Still others were
decorated with the images of rabbits, flowers,
or goddesses. There were a myriad different
fillings available: sugar, melon seds, almonds,
orange peel, sweetened cassia blossom, or bits
of ham and preserved beef. The cakes are of
the northern and southern styles, but thelatter
(also called Guangdong-style) are the most
popular and are available throughout the coun-
try.

Before 1949, toy shops also offered a
large variety of toys to mark theoccasion. One
could also buy pictures of the moon palace or
the Moon Goddess, Chang E, or of the rabbit
sitting under the cassia tree mixing ingredients
for the jade elixir.

Well-to-do people ecchanged presents,
mostly pears, grapes, pomegranates and moon
cakes. The round shape of these objects
symbolized not only the moon but also the unity
of the family. On the evening before the Mid-
Autumn Festival, friends would gather together
for a sociable hour, eating cakes, drinking tea

or sipping wine.

The folowing evening, offerings to the
moon would be placed out in the open on an
altar decortated with a picture of the Moon
Palace or Moon Rabbit and perhaps a small
clay figure of the rabbit. Because the moon is
uniquely associated with yin, the feminine
force, this whole ceremony was conducted by
women. According to an old proverb, "Men do
not worship th moon and women do not sacri-
fice to the Kitchen God." When the clouds
dispersed and the moon rose, the ceremony
began. The offerings, which are laid out on
five platters, consisted of as many different
kinds of fruit: apples, peaches, pomegranates,
grapes and melons. Then would brought

forward the moon cakes, 13 in all - the nmuber
13 symbolizing the number of months in a lunar
year. After that wine cups were filled, incense
lit, and spirit money send up in flames. Fre-
quently there would also be offerings of beans
or beanpods for the moon rabbit who was said
to be particularly fond of these things. All the
women in the family, one after another, stepped
forward to kowtow. The sacrifices to the moon,
which often lasted as late as midnight, con-
cluded with the burning of the moon picutres.
Nowaday, the tales concerning the moon
rabbit and the story of Chang E are just as
popular among people as ever, but they are
generally regarded merely as fairly tales, and
not many people still follow the old beliefs.
One cannot find moon pictures, but artistic
scrolls depicting Chang E with the rabbit in the
Moon Palace can be bought all the year round.
These tales have also been taken as themes
for children's picture stories and dance dramas.
The Moon Festival taday is an ordinary
workday, basically a welcome opportunity to sit
outside, weather permitting, and enjoy some
time with friends and relatives, to watch the full
moon and eat moon cakes.
