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THE CRYSTAL CITY STORY ... REVOLT BY BALLOT

Crystal City is a farm community in southwest
Texas., 7,280 of its 9100 inhabitants are Mexican
Americans who work the fields and at the California
Packing Co. cannery. Mexican Americans have lived
here since anybody can remember, most of them in the
poor section of town...the barrio with the unpaved
streets and dilapidated houses.

On the outskirts of town stands o frame house
battered by the weather and time. On April the Ist
it was just another house. On April the 2nd, the oc-
cupant, Juon Cornejo, an ogent for the local Team-
sters Union from the cannery became Mayor of Crystal
City. This in itself is not so strange had he not been
running for office with a slate of four other Mexican
Americans who were seeking election to the Crystal
City Council. What shook the State of Texas into
disbelief was that Mr. Cornejo and his slate of Mexi-
can Americans made o clean sweep and won all the
offices] This wos the climax of the story. The shot
that was fired politically by the local Mexican Ameri-
cans hod been loaded into the gun the previous No-
vember

A Texas political group called the Political
Association of Spanish-speaking Organizations (PASO)
were looking for a place to fire a political shot that
would wake the Mexican American from his deep po-
slumber. Crystal City was made to order. |t
had a predominant Mexican American population, it
had a Teomsters Union local and many Mexican Am-
ericans not registered to vote. Last November PASO
started a poll-tax drive; getting the local citizens to
shell out their $1.75 to qualify to vote. It was suc-
cessful.,

In March PASO sent 33 year old Albert Fuentes
their executive secretary from San Antonio to coordi-
nate things. A list of prospective candidates was
drawn up and reduced to five. The final Mexican
American slate revealed the name of Juan Cornejo,
on agent for the local Teamsters Union to be the can-
didate for Mayor. The City Council candidates sel-
ected were Mario Hernandez, a real estate sales-
man; Antonio Cardenas, an oil field worker; Manuel
Maldonado, a hardware store clerk and Reynaldo Men-
doza, a photographer. Pitted against PASO's slate
were W. P. Brennon, a retired machine shop opera-
tor; E. W. Ritchie, a spinach farmer; J. C. Book-
out, a bookkeeper; and Salvador G. Galvan, an ice-

maker. Mr, Ritchie and Galvon were also of Mexi-
can descent,

litical

PASO's opponents went into shock two weeks
before the election when they found out that Mexican
Americans in the official poll-tax roster outnumbered
the Anglos just about two to one. The gun was loaded
and in firing position.

On a hot and balmy April 2nd the citizens of
Crystal City went to the polls to render their vote and
when the tally was tabulated it revealed that Juan
Cornejo, the local Teamsters agent, was the new Ma-
yor and Cardenas, Hernandez, Mendoza and Maldon-
ado the rest of the Mexican Americans on the slate,
were the new City Councilmen. It was a clean sweep
and the gun loaded by PASO and the citizens of Crys-
tal City, who had enough of political obscurity, fired
and stirred the Mexican American slumbering giant,

Some people think it's undemocratic to elect
all Mexican Americans to a city council. | think so
too. It's also undemocratic to elect all Anglos when
Mexican Americans are in the majority. There was o
point to be proven in Crystal City. That it was proven
there remains no doubt. The Implications are that
many other communities in Texas who are Mexican
American predominant are going to wake up and look
over the horizon towards Crystal City.

PASO has fired its biggest gun, it has many
others In its arsenal ready for delivery.

In the city square in Crystal City stands o
statue of Popeye to let all know that Crystal City is
the spinach center of the world and that you can grow
muscles by eating spinach. You can also grow muscles
by cutting it.

Five Texas Rangers were called in to keep order
while the five Mexican Americans were sworn into of-
five. The only fist raised was that of Popeye's in the
city square.

At the first meeting of the new City Council
Mayor Cornejo faced a capacity crowd in the Council
meeting room rather nervously and then asked City
Manager James F. Dill, ''What do we do now?"'

It doesn't really matter. Crystal City will
never be the same again.

Defensa de Puebba en 1§63

El 5 de Mayo de 1862 fue un gran victoria
para Mexico ante uno de los grandes ejercitos del
mundo. Pero la defensa de Puebla del 16 de Marzo
al 17 de Mayo, es sin duda, uno de los momentos mas
heroicos que raya en lo sublime, cuando todo el pu-
eblo sin excepcion defendio hasta en los mismos ho-
gares, el honor de nuestro pais, de sus principios, de
sus tradiciones, ante el injusto invasor.

Y a Puebla venian como punto de convergen-
cia, Mexicanos de todas partes, de Veracruz, San
Luis Potosi, Aguascalientes, Chiapas, Guanajuato,
Oaxaca, Michoacan, Colima, Jalisco, Nuevo Leon,
Chihuahua, Durango, etc. que sumaban su brazo fuerte
como un afio antes, pero tal vez mas organizadamente
a la defensa del honor nacional. Era sin duda, ''Un
pueblo que defendia'' a la Patria mancillada.

Sesenta dias, treinta mil invasores, superiori-
dad guerrera de losintervencionistas, pero podemos
decir orgullosamente que si Puebla cayo a la postre,
no fue por que se apoderaron de sus sitios y puntos
eshrategicos, los que nunca tomaron los extrafios, sino
por falta de parque, de viveres, que no se pudieron
suministrar a la exhausta poblacion que Ilevaba dos
meses de asedio, de sufrimiento, de tragedia.

Pueblo sumaba este imborrable hecho de armas, a los
itios famosos de nuestra historia, al de Zaoragosa, al
de Cuautla, etc, etc.

Puebla, volvia a ser en el termino de un afo

aso, el escenario natural de otro hecho de armas,

que como pocos en nuestra historia reunen una deter-
minacion definitiva, resultado del acendrado patrio-
tismo de un pueblo digno, con conciencia de sus de-
beres para con la Patria, indomable en la defensa de
los mas trascendente de su vida.

Como mexicana y muy principalmente como
poblana que soy, es motivo de satisfaccion para mi
difundir por medio de este pequefio articulo este Cen-
tenario de la Defensa Heroica de 1863; ya que el
dinfundirlo no solo es deber, sino timbre de orgullo
legitimo, es rica herencia de un pasado inolvidable,
honra y admiracion para el presente y fuerza para
nuestras acciones en el futuro.
