In the past we have talked about probation and
about certain laws which relate to minors. Many
persons are confused about probation and its general
meaning. Without going into much detail, a person
on probation has not been in an institution whereas
a person on parole has been in an institution and is
serving his term in society. | shall attempt to explain
more or less what probation means and perhaps give
attention to parole in other issues. Probation as is
explained here is applicable generally to minors.
Probation is explained to you as though you, the
reader, were on probation.

Whenever a person has done something that is not
right and for which the law provides a penalty, such
as stealing, being truant from school, violating the
curfew law, refusing to be cooperative at home, bre-
aking a traffic law, doing something intentionally
which injures some other person, or any number of
other things which might be mentioned, he can be
investigated by a juvenile probation officer and if
the conduct of the person appears to need court ac-
tion, he may be brought before the Juvenile Court
Judge after a petition has been drawn in behalf of
the one who has done wrong.

Actually then, when the Judge tells you that he is
placing you on probation, it means that it has been
found that you have done something that you should
not have done. But in spite of that the Court belie-
ves that you realize you have made a mistake and
will not do it again and so you are allowed to prove
to the Court you really want to be a good citizen.
Probation is a plan to test character. It is a chance
to prove your ability and character.

Usually the Judge and your Probation Officer will
make suggestions which you are expected to follow
to the best of your ability. If you cooperate well,
you have nothing to worry about, but if you don't
try to improve yourself and continue to do things which
you know you should not be doing, you can be bro-
ught back to Court for violating your probation and
then some new plan may be considered and put into
effect,

When you are on probation, you are just expected
to play the game of life according to the rules that
have been made for all people to follow and speci-
fically for persons of your age.

It sometimes takes longer for a person to prove that
he is going to do what is right than it does for others.
For that reason the Court usually doesn't tell you how

long you are going tobe on probation. Everyone con-
nected with the Court is well pleased when your effort
is in the right direction and all are keenly disappoin-
ted when you indicate that you are not impressed and
keep on going the same way you were going when
you were brought before the Court.

Be sure to remember that you are on probation
until your case has been dismissed.

For many persons the case is active until he is 2|
years old; for others the Court may dismiss the case
when he becomes I8 years upon the recommendation
of the Probation Officer.

It frequently happens that your Probation Officer
will not see you very often and sometimes not at all,
if it appears that you are getting along all right. If
you conduct yourself properly for about one year af-
ter you have been to court and do not get into trouble
with the police by committing a new offense and if
your school record is satisfactory and you have no
trouble at home, you may discuss with your probation
officer the possibility of having your case dismissed.

It is your duty to keep your probation officer in-
formed when you move to a new address; when you
change or quit school; when you get a new job that
has an permanency to it; when there is a change in
your family status, such as divorce, death of parent,
illnesses, and other matters affecting your living con-
ditions. The Probation Officer wants to know these
things, not becuase he is trying to regulate your pri-
vate affairs, but many times he can help you and give
you good information that will be for your benefit.
