For Inductees

During the initial part of the ceremony, you will remain in your seats. After the Treasurer reads a quote from Shakespeare, the President will ask you to rise. She/he will then read the society’s motto. She/he will then say “Inductees, if you comprehend and accept our society motto as stated, please say ‘I do,’” to which you will respond ‘I do’ in unison. 

The President will then state, “If you then affirm our motto, join us in our declaration of our international pledge,” Using the copy below, you will read the pledge in unison. She/he will then ask you to come forward to the area to her/his right, (which is to the left as you are looking at the podium). You may line up in any order.

At this point, the first person in line should hand the person at the podium their index card with their name spelled as they would like it to be read. (If you have an unusual name, feel free to add pronunciation clues). As your name is called, please walk to the open area beside the podium and face the audience.  Dr. Troup will place a stole on your shoulders and will then stand beside you. The President will give you your certificate and pin and also stand beside you. Family or friends may take a picture at this time. Someone will then escort you off to the side. You will remain there until all inductees have been given their stoles. We will be taking a group picture at this point. Family members are welcome to take pictures. After a rousing round of applause, you may be seated.
