(Editor's Note: The following article is the
second in a series of three articles dealing
with the problems of the Mexican-American
community).

The Mexican-American child while
moving in a free and familiar environment
appears to be "normally bright" when com-
pared with other groups of children. This
was the conclusion, through the observation
of teachers, of Arthur Jensen in his article
"Learning Abilities in Mexican-American
and Anglo-American Children," published in
California Journal of Educational Research,
(Sep., 196l), Jensen was particularly con-
cerned with the hizh number of Mexican-
American children being classified as "slow
learners or mentally retarded" on the basis
of currently popular standardized tests. This
subgroup is typically found to cluster around
an IQ of 80 to 85,

His most surprising finding was that
on the direct measures of learning abilities
used, "Anglo-American children of low IQ
are slow learners as compared with Mexican-
Americans of the same IQ; Mexican-Ameri-
cans of average and above-average IQ do not
differ significantly in learning ability from
Anglo-Americans of the same 1Q."

In a study and comparison of Mexican-
American and Anglo-American children who

were matched for age, school grade place-

ment, total IQ, and living in an integrated
housing community, the children of Mexican:
descent were not significantly different from
the children of Anglo descent on most non-
language scores., However, children with
Spanish language background scored signifi-
cantly lower than children with English lan-
guage background on many verbal scores.
Paul;Sheldon in his study "Mexican-
American i Urban Public Schools: An Ex-
ploration of the Drop-out Problem," pub-
lished in the California Journal of Ecuca-
tional Research, (Jan. 1961), indicates that
high school students of the Los Angeles area

showed that the Mexican-Americangroup was
far more likely to dropout of school than any
other group; that, typically, the dropout stu-
dents tended to have "unsatisfactory" behav-
ratings by teachers, and that the ""Mexican-
Americans are more likely to stay in school
in the areas where other groups represent a
majority."

Each year, for thousands of Spanish-"
speaking youngsters, schooling is a crippling
experience, with failure as a reward, In Ca-
lifornia specially trained teachers are trying

to teach English to children of foreign-born
migratory farm workers, In Miami,thousands
of Cuban pupils have swamped the school
system. The problem is similar in commu-
nities where there are concentrations of im-
migrants or refugees.

A few years ago an accelerated prog-
ram to teach English to Spanish-speaking
children was introduced in the school system
of Texas. By that time, 1961, there were a-
bout 2, 000, 000 Latins in Texas, mainly of
Mexican heritage. Although approximately
70 per cent were Texas-born, many of them
spokeno English at all, and most spoke Span-
ish far more fluently than English, This was
a situation which most Texans did not care
about,

The Saturday Evening Post, (Aug. 5,
1961), publishes a report about this situation
which was brought to a dramatic change by
two Latins: "... a Houston Businessman,
Felix Tijerina, who had only six months of
formal schooling, and Isabel Verner, a
seventeen-year-old high school girl."

Felix, son of Mexican-born parents
who had immigrated to Sugar Land, Texas,
", . . had never forgotten how his inability to
speak Englishheld him back inhis youth, He
felt that the same lack was holding back his
people., In his capacity as president of the
League of United Latin American Citizens
(LULAC), he visited the State Board of Edu-
cation in Austin,! There Felix met with the
educators and asked for a special program to
teach Englishto the Latins, and he offered to
assist anyone who wanted to help. A brief
account of this meeting, which appeared in a
spring, 1957, issue of Texas Outlook, a mag-
azine published by the Texas State Teachers
Association, attracted one volunteer, Isabel
Verner of Ganado, Texas, about ninety miles
from Houston.

Thus, Felix, with the help of Isabel
as an Englishteacher and a basic vocabulary
list of four hundred words prepared by Mrs.

Elizabeth Burrus of Baytown, Texas, founded
the Little School of the Four Hundred. The
first week only three children attended. By
1958 nine Little Schools had succeeded in
teaching the vocabulary list to 402 children,
In 1960 when the Texas Legislature voted on
a recommendation, Felix's program of pre-
school training in English was passed almost
without opposition, Then Texas moved on a
massive scale, The little Schools of the Four
Hundredhad fulfilled their purpose and cheer-
fully closed their doors. More than six hun-
dred public school teachers were hired for
the summer of 1960, The summer program
in 1960 cost Texas $480,000 and the estimated
net saving tothe state was over a $1,000, 000,
""Without the special classes in English, the
education bill for retraining these same child-
ren = most of whom would normally have
flunked first grade - would have come to
round $1, 600, 000."

The Mexican~American is faced with
three areas of influence which demand of him
continual adjustment: the community to
which he has been relegated and in which he
has surrounded himself with those ancestral
elements which give him a sense of security;
the total community which in spite of him
as a bona fide citizen with all its attributes;
and the school, which ignore almost complet-
ely the fact that his life is molded by the stark
reality of living in two worlds under two dif-
ferent cultures.

The impact of these conditions has
caused the Mexican-Americanto become im-
potent in many areas of life, creating confu-
sionin his thinking as to the role heis to play
on the American scene, Besides, the partial
disintegration of the parent culture and the
fact that he has learned through social pres-
sure to be ashamed and even to disown his:
ethnic ancestry, has made the Mexican-Ame~
rican a victim of confusion, frustration, and
insecurity., However, it should be pointed
out that he makes efforts to identify himself
with the representative culture, and the de-
gree of his efforts depends on the social level
of the person and the community in which he
resides. But, in spite of it all, he still re-
mains a foreigner, a stranger, and for all in-
tents and purposes "a Mexican" with the
complete common stereotyped connotation
caused by more than a hundredyears of cul-
ture conflict,
