Everyone, at some time, has
needed a helping hand, someone
who could understand, who could
be trusted — who showed they
really cared.

You made a mistake. There is
fear. Who can you turn to when
you’ve been involved with drugs!
Who will give you a chance?

Project DARE (Drug Abuse
Rehabilitation and Education) is
a program for people who have
had problems with drugs. From
their two offices, at 270 North 27
Street and 615 Stockton Avenue,
they provide treatment, counsel
ing, job skills training, and help
the individual find employment.

A major part of DARE’s philo-
sophy includes the belief that a
person must possess social as well

as technical skill to recover from

a drug problem. Towards those
ensd, DARE’s job training pro-
gram includes counseling which
helps the student understand him-
self better and technical skills
which will help in finding a job.
" “We want to stress economic
independence through meaningful
employment,” says Marc Carpen-
ter, Director of Project DARE,
“this is one of the best alternatives
from chemical dependence. What
helps students straighten out their
lives more than anything is to
teach them a skill that will make

“them feel independent and show

them how to recognize their own
self-worth. This gives a person a
sense of dignity. We believe a per-
son must have skills and a sense
of direction when they leave

- here,” he said.

Part of the training includes
tours, twice a month, to local in-
dustrial cities where students get
exposure to potential jobs. But
most of their time is spent in the
classroom — 30 hours every week
‘—_vahere they learn specific job

To increase a student’s chances
for success, he or she must have
abstained from the use of drugs
four months prior to entering the
job-training portion of the pro-
gram. During the 8-20 weeks that
follow, students receive counsel-
ing and are taught technical
skills in Electronic Assembly or
Custodial Building Maintenance.

Students are paid $150 every
two weeks and work at their own

Tenienta Angelina Jimenez
Vasquez

Pensando en la liberacién feme-
nina, es pertinente saber, que en
todo tiempo las mujeres han goza-
do de libertad y esta ha sido sélo
graduada por las particularidades
de su anatomia.

La tenienta Angelina Jimenez
Vasquez, a quien conosco desde
hace algin tiempo, ha sido
siempre una mujer libre, me at-
revo a decir que desde su infancia.
Nacié con temple de acero y se
forjé en los campos de batalla de
la revoluciéon mexicana.

Angelina nacié en San Carlos

Yautepec, del Estado de Oaxaca
de la Republica Mexicana; su
padre era el jefe politico del Dis-
trito de Tehuantepec, Oaxaca,
durante la época porfirista. An-
gelina era la més joven de las hijas
del Sr. Manuel Vicente Jimenez
¥ su deporte favorito era montar

a caballo, jugar polo y corretear
por los campos de su tierra.
Cuando estall6 la revolucién de
1910 para derrocar al general
Porfrio Diaz, el padre de Angelina
fue obligado por el pueblo a le-
vantarse en armas; se puso a la
cabeza de sus hombres con el gra-
do de general. Angelina tenia
como 20 afios, queria pelear al
lado de su padre el general
Manuel Vicente Jimenez, pero
este no estaba de acuerdo y trata-
ba de convencerla diciendole que
la vida del soldado no es propia
para una mujer; sin embargo An-
gelina insistié6 y se fue a dar de
alta como soldado raso en Valle-
cito de la Huasteca Potosina, a
las ordenes general Aurelio Za-
quirre y Carrefio; fue abanderada
del estado mayor del general, tomé
parte en los combates de San
Nicolas de los Montes y fue as-
cendida al grado de soldado de
primera; por su participaciéon en
el combate de Yerba Buena gand
su grado de cabo, nueve meses
después fue ascendida a sargento
segundo y afio y medio después

gané su ascenso a sargento pri-

mero ya incorporada a las fuerzas
villistas; tomé parte en los com-
bates de San Luis Potosi, Ciudad
del Maiz, fue hecha prisionera por
los generales Saturnino Cedillo y
Eulalio Gutierrez; estos generales
incorporaron los prisioneros a las
fuerzas que ellos comandaban. La
tenienta Angelina Jimenez deserto6
en compania de otros cincuenta
de los prisioneres, compaifieros, se
llevaron las armas y el parque que
les habian dado. En San Luis pidi6
al general Carrera Torres que le
facilitera un vagén para trans-
ladarse con su gente al territorio

dominado por las fuerzas villistas, 13




donde se le notificié su ascenso al
grado de teniente.

Tomé parte en los combates de
Santa Rosalia Camargo y Parral.
La gente de Jacinto B. Trevino en
Orcasitas los hizo prisioneros y se
ordend que la oficialidad, de cap-
itAn arriba, fueran pasados por
las armas. El General Manuel Vi-
cente Jimenez, padre de Angelina,
fue fusilado en esta ocasién; el
resto de la tropa fue alojado en la
penitenciaria de Chihuahua.

Con la ayuda de una sefiora
que vendia pan a los reclusos, An-
gelina logr6 escapar y para llegar
a Ciudad Juarez se fue escondida
entre las ruedas de un tren. En
1917 entr6 a los Estados Unidos
por El Paso, Tex. se dedicé a
trabajar en quehaceres domésticos,
ganando un dolar y medio al dia.

En El Paso se cas6é con el Sr.
Félix Romero y vivié alli seis
afios; entre los negocios que hizo
en El Paso establecié una polleria
y fruteria que se llama El Dos
de Abril y que todavia esta traba-
jando aunque ya no es de An-
gelina.

De El Paso se fu a radicar a
San Diego, Ca. Trabajé en la em-
pacadora de pescado por dos afos
y despues se vino a Jakson, Ca.
donde trabajaba su esposo el Sr.
Romero; en 1928 en un accidente
que hubo en la mina murié el
Sr. Romero. La tenienta Angelina
estabecié una casa donde vendia
comida y rentaba cuartos a los
trabajadores de la mina, entre sus
clientes tenia Irlandeses, Rusos,
Yugoeslavos y de otras nacionali-
dades, en este negocio duré 7 anos.

Desde que vivia en El Paso An-
gelina recogia nifios que aban-
donaban sus padres, siempre que
encontraba a alguna critura aban-
donada ella la recogia y cuando
vino a radicarse a San José, Ca.

ya tenia 18 hijos e hijas adoptivos.

En San José empezo a trabajar en
el Hospital del Condado; en 1942
cuando todos sus hijos adoptivos
se habian casado y se fueron, el
Welfare le empez6 a llevar nifios
retrasados mentales hasta el afio
de 1973.

Debido a su edad, Angelina ya
no se dedica a cuidar nifios, sin
embargo sigue en actividad; es
Directora de la escuela de San
Antonio y de la escuela Dorzan
en San José, es Presidenta de la
Sociedad Cultural de Veteranos de
la Revolucién Mexicana de 1910
al 1920; es organizadora y Direc-
tora de la Banda de Guerra An-
gelina Jimenez Vazquez, que ella
misma sostiene y que se presente
en las festividades patrias.

De su propio dinero compra
papel; lapices, pinturas y articulos
de costura para los alumnos de las
escuelas que dirige.

La tenienta no tuvo hijos
propios, perc a cambio de ello cri6
y educé a 18 hijos; es una mujer
admirable por su dinamismo,
patriotismo y fortaleza que pone
al servicio de sus semejantes. An-
gelina Jimenez Vazquez es de pe-
quena estatura, pero ha demostra-
do que su grandeza la lleva en el
corazon. O

Fue con una mente clara y libro
de pasiones, sin ninguna opinién
pre-concebida que me encaminé
a hacer esta entrevista con tan
distinguido funcionarlo mexico-
americano.

1—K. A. Durante su periodo
como secretario de la agencia
Salud y Beneficios Sociales (Bene-
ficencia Publica) — en su opinién
cual ha sido la mas significativa
mejoria para la agencia, que pue-
da acreditérsele a su involucracién
personal en ella?

Mario Obledo: —Se me hace a mi,
que la cosa mas importante que
ha resultado en mi administracion
es el hecho irrefutable que consiste
en que hemos traido adentro del
gobierno a gente que nunca hu-
biera tendido la poortunidad de
ser parte del basto campo de em-
pleados estatales de California.

Gente de varios tonos y diversi-
dad de “color de piel”, minorias
inempleables por motivos de color,
raza, antecedentes cuturales, no
porque hayan carecido de méritos
v cualidades.

Gente que nunca hubiera teni-
do trabajo en el gobierno. Mu-
jeres, personas de edad en avance,
personas con defectos fisicos, lisia-
das - handicapped - y, hemos cam-
biado la cara del gobierno (Ob-
servo que muy modestamente,
Obledo wusa el término-hemos,
plural, cuando creo que estas ino-
vaciones se deben a él mismo) los
empleados de gobierno en mi
agencia, ahora més que en nin-
guna otra época, con fieles repre-
sentantes de las diversas raices
étnicos, de diferentes origenes
socio-culturales.

K.A.:—Que quisiera Ud. lograr
durante este ultimo afio, 1978 de
su vigensia?

Mario Obledo:—Quisiera que
mejoraran los programas que esta-
mos ofreciendo al publico de Cali-
fornia.

Quisiera darle mas ayuda a la 17
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gente en términos de ayuda
médica, ayuda a la gente que
tiene problemas con drogas in-
‘cluyendo el alcohol; mejorar la
vida de los ancianos y desvalidos;
en fin proveer mejoria y bienestar
—dar una vida mejor a todos los
ciudadanos por igual.

K.A.:—Si el gobernador Brown al
final de su término lo nombrara a
Ud. de vuelta secretario de la
agencia, Ud. Aceptaria?

Mario Obledo:—Pues no puedo
decirle en este momento si
aceptaria o no.

K.A.:—Es decir, Dios dir4, o Dios
mediante. Creo que es particular
de nuestra cultura no presumir
del futuro. Nadie tiene el porvenir
asegurado.

K.A.:—Se dice que por su per-
sonilidad y calificaciones Ud.
preferiria estar en un puesto don-
de Ud. tuviera menos respon-
sabilidad administrativa y mas

contacto con asuntos personales
que involucren a la gente.

Por ejemplo, me refiera a la
ocasién en que Ud. en Texas es-
tuvo muy involucrado y funcion-
ando como activista en derechos
civiles.
