A Visalia man recently listed
in Who'’s Who in America’” was
killed when his motorcycle and a
car collided at Highway 198 and
Road 86 three miles west of Visa-
lia.

Following his military service,
Chavez graduated from College of
the Sequoias. He traveled exten-

sively throughout the world.
Chavez did some archeological
work in Israel. A 1978 June

graduate of the University of
California at Santa Cruz, he was
currently working a doctorate de-
gree at Stanford.

He is survived by his father,
Steve Chavez of San Jose, mother
and stepfather, Virginia and Rue-
ben Martinez of Visalia, grand-
parents, Fred and Mary Rogers of
Sacramento, two brothers, Mark
Martinez and Michael Moreno,
both of Visalia, four sisters,
Stephanie Gilmer of Oak Run,
Laura Kuns of Pomona, Gloria
of Placerville and
Lynn Martinez of Pomona.
