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a project to house 10,000 evacuees began here on June 5, 1942 and
the first Japanese internees, of what was to become a Relocation
population of 9,484, arrived on August 10, 1942. All of the Jap-
anese residents of this Center were transfered from the Portland
and Puyallup Assembly Centers.
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ROHWER RELOCATION CENTER - The site of this Center was west of the

town of Rowher in Deska County, Arkansas. This was in Mississippi

Delta country and in the Gounty just north of Chicot County where

the Jerome Center was located. It contained 10,161 acres, all but

600 acres obtained from the Farm Security Administration. Most of

the farmers in this area were cotton growers, but much of this site
was wooded. July 1, 1942 was the date when construction started on
this Relocation Center which was built to house 10,000 Japanese
evacuees. The first Japanese residents arrived there on September

18, 1942 and the population reached a total of 8,232. All of the
Relocation internees in this Center were transfered from the Stockton

and Santa Anita Assembly Centers.
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TULE LAKE RELOCATION CENTER - Located in Modoc County, California
just south of Californias northern boundary and only 40 miles south
of Klamath Falls, Oregon, the site was once the bed of a lake. It

contained about 7,400 acres and was secured from the Bureau of Re-

clamation. This level land was excellent for raising generous crops
of garden vegetables. This was the second largest Relocation Center
and it was designed and built to house 16,000 Japanese Evacuees. The
construction began on April 23, 1942 and the first Japanese internees
arrived on May 26, 1942. The total population at this Center reached
15,296, second only to the Colorado River Center. Most of the Japan-
ese residents here were transfered from the Sacramento, Marysville
and Pinedale Assembly Centers but they also received a few from the

Portland, Puyallup and Salinas Assembly Centers.
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
