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MATING TIME 15 OVER IN
ALASKA (for Steller sea lions,
that is).

Let me take you to Chernabura
Island so you may obtain a first
hand report of these creatures’ fas-
cinating methods of making love.

But where is Crennabura Is-
land? Good question. This five
mile long island is the southern-
most in the Shumagin Island
group and a part of Alaska.

Here is a quote from Ben Gene
Patten’s article in Alaska Maga-
zine:

“Since the Steller sea lion was
the most prominent wildlife on
the island, I spent hours perched
on the rocky cliffs watching them,
fascinated by their antics. I began
a typical outing on a clear day by
filling my pack with lunch, ca-
meras and rain gear. Then I made
the two mile hike to the rooker-
ies, or haul areas. I could always
hear the sea lions before they
came to sight. The harsh cries
from hundreds of cows were

joined by the guttural, lionlike
roars of the bulls and the sheep-
like bleating of the helpless pups.

“The bulls: had already estab-

lished their territories and ac-
quired harems before I arrived.
Their role now was to mate with
the cows and to maintain har-
mony within the harem. This
latter hole demonstrated some of
the nobletraits of the beast. For
example, if a couple of the cows
started bickering, which usually
consisted of open mouthed threats
or, more rarely, biting, the harem
bull would waddle over to quell
the problem. Keeping peace con-
sisted of some nose sniffing and
rumbling grunts.

“Sea lions are not the most
dynamic creatures to observe.
However, with a rookery there
was always some drama in prog-
ress that was of importance to
their society, such as mating
Once a bull gained a harem, there
was still conflict between harem
bulls and the constant possibility
of a challenge from other bulls.
Boundaries between harems were
defined in the minds of adjacent
bulls; and they did exist. The
boundaries were maintained by a
threatening behavior — hissing
and charging at each other. There
were darting, snapping lunges, but
neither touched the other.

“The greaest dangers a harem
hull faced was a serious challenge
from one of the bachelor bulls,
which were ever-present around
the rookeries and at times quietly
invaded the forbidden harem ter-
ritory. Since the Steller sea lion
has poor vision out of water, there
often is no interaction until the
trespasser’s voice can be heard as
he talks to the cows. Then the
harem bull determines the loca-
tion of the trespasser and slowly
wades through his harem while
producing a low, guttural roar,
punctuated by high whistling



sounds. The bachelor usually fled
then, and it was surprising to see
how rapidly the bulls moved. All
nearby harem bulls participated
in the chase but remained care-
fully within their territory. Al-
though I have seen a harem bull
bite an intruder, no  contact
would be made if the bachelor
continued his frantic dash. But if
a bachelor made a serious chal-
lenge, the groumd rules changed
drastically. He’d pick out a ha-
rem bull to challenge, then charge
out of the water with a slap of
the flippers to confront his ad-
versary. Action at this poitn was
rapid and without hesitation. The
objective was to bite the oppon-
ent on the chest and to lift and
push him off the disputed terri-
ory. Sometimes this happened al-
most immediately, but other bat-
tles were more bloody. In these
cases, each bull would bits his
foe on the chest or neck and give
him a vigorous shake. The action
continued until the beast with the
least stanima was ejected. A chal-
lenging bachelor was sometimes
confronted with impossible bdds,
because a neighboring harem bull
often joined forces with the chal-
langed bull to evict the intruder.
In the few harem battles I ob-
served, no fatal wounds were in-
flicted, although many bulls had
their two inch thick skin around

the chest, neck, and nape badly
chewed up.”

Reading about the protected sea
lions of Alaska put me in mind of
the annual slaughter of harp seal
babies in Canada, where hunters
move among the herds striking
the helplessly baby seals on their
heads with hammers while the
equally helpless mothers stand by,
grieving. If ever you or I are
given the opportunity to help
these “foquitas bebés”, let’s do it!
The wanton destruction of life,
and the maternal anguish, truly
-are an offense against the Creator
Who made Steller sea lions, harp
seals, Canadian hunters, and you
and me.

Well, all is well in Alaska at
least. Cian, au revoir, hasta la otra
che.

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A WEMAN BUGHT TEO KNEW

QUESTION:

My husband and I belong to a
health club. I would like to get
back into shape physically, using

weight training and exercise
equipment. But in our club, these
facilities are confined to the men’s

rooms. Isn’t this practice out-
dated?
ANSWER:

The “health club” you belong
to certainly is out of date. It’s
true that in the past, an exercise
belt was about all re equipment
a woman could expect to find to
tone up her body, even in the most
expensive private clubs. But the
newer health spas recognize that
women thrive on strenous exer-
cise to develop muscular weight
and bone density, as well as to in-
crease the appearance of fitness.

Many health spas now provide
weight lifting and training pro-
grams to increase muscle strength,
trim off fat and tone up the body
generally. A swimming pool or
spa usually is available too.

If these facilities are too cost-
ly, you can sometimes use YMCA
physical fitness equipment if
there is no equipped YMCA or
community facility. You can get
exercise weights fairly cheap and
begin your exercise program at
home. Activities such as jogging,
swimming, golf and tennis all
help tone the body. Dr. Dorothy
Harris recently pointed out in
Women’s Sports Magazine that
women, who tend far more often
to risk bone deterioration from
osteoporosis as they grow older,
can avoid or delay it through
proper exercise.

So by all means, get the exer-
cise your body needs. Let your
health club know they are behind
the times in neglecting to provide
good equipment for women.

In my dealings with customers
I'm often asked if I know of a few
simple advices for car owners. I
say yes. Besides the obvious main-
tenance, I add: ‘Be sure your bat-
tery is the best you can get for
your car.”

*A good battery can best buffer
bad habits against a neglected
engine.

*Short hops drivers can rely on
fresh starts every time, despite
meager charges from the alterna-
tor.

*Mountain, desert or cold places
visitors may drive with peace of
mind knowing that a good battery
will pull them out of tight spots
and will seldom—if ever—fail
them.

*Your alternator (the part that
keeps your battery recharged)

teries tend to develop higher in-
ternal resistance to the flow of
current, drive the alternator
harder.

*An old, worn battery will in-
crease the starter motor possibility
of total failure one cold morning
or after a long trip when your
engine is a little hotter than
normal. Most starters need a good
clean up and rebuilding after 40,-
000 miles of use.

If you decide to try this simple
advice, get hold of a “Heavy Duty,
Five-year” if you can. But then,
again . . . be sure your cables are
clean and shinny, well secured
land tight. Change the cable
“heads” if they’re old, corroded.
' Do-yourselvers can clean batteries
compartments with water and
‘baking soda (be sure you hose the
floor generously afterward!). If
you are a bien cuidadoso guy,
\spray-paint it, too, why not.
‘Cover the terminals with “Pro-
|tecto,” vaseline or even grease.
How do you test batteries? Give
'them a good, slow charge. A good,
fully-charged battery should be
lable to withstand from a tester a
!QOO—amps draw for a few seconds
'with the voltage reading 10 volts
or better . . . Or crank your engine
without starting it (ground the
‘center high tension cable) for at
least 15 seconds: the sound should
be steady and vigorous all the
time . . . But remember, however,
that a four-year old battery is al-
ready old . . . and you’'ll be better
off replacing it before taking off
for a vacation, for example.

$.C. COUNTY BIKERS

SHERIFE’S DEPARTMENT
USES MOTORCYCLES FOR
MOUNTAIN PROBLEMS

On any sunny weekend, the hill
country from Guadalupe Dam to
Mount Umunhum might look like
an anthill with “dirtbikes” and
“off-road” vehicles of every kind.

The same is true of the Loma
Prieta, Saratoga, North County
and South County mountain
areas, the Sheriff’s department re-
ports. There also have been prob-
lems in the foothills from Palo
Alto to Gilroy.

While the majority of the riders
are law abiding citizens looking
for a little weekend relaxation,
there are often serious accidents,
some ugly incidents and many
complaints according to the Sher-
iff’s Department.

The department now has a full-
time “bike” umit patrolling the
mountain and off-road areas, ac-
cording to Sheriff Robert Winter.

The “biker” problem is com-
plicated by two factors, according
to Sgt. Robert Rutgers, head of
the motorcycle detail.

First, most of the mountain
areas where the bikers like to ride
are private property, and the own-
ers don’t appreciate hordes of un-

invited riders roaring around on
their land.

Second, the only public riding
areas are either somewhat distant,
like the state-operated riding area
in San Benito County, or crowded
with riders in the case of the
County’s Metcalf Road bike
course.

“The county bike park is usual-
ly so jammed there isn’t room for
a bike to fall over,” one of the
deputies from the bike unit com-
mented.

The mainstays of the unit are
Leputies Leonard Clements and
Mike McDonald. Both are expe-
rienced riders who have been
bouncing around on bikes over
mountain trails since their teens.
There are six other deputies in
the umit, all of who have been
through a rigorous training and

‘testing program.

Before the bike unit was estab-
lished, the Sheriff’s Department
was flooded with complaints,
letters, petitions and phone calls
from property owners complain-
ing about illegal riders.

On weekends many residents
said they were afraid to drive on
the roads near their homes be-
cause of the high speed, conges-
tion and recklessnesses of the bike
riders.

Some of the violators were in-
volved in illegal target practice.

In desperation many mountain
home owners said they were
carrying guns themselves.

The residents of the Mount
Umunhum area formed a commit-
tee. They told the Sheriff’s office
they . were being personally
threatened when they objected to
the illegal behavior.

For a time the Sheriff’s Depart-




ment tried to handle complaints
by dispatching patrol cars to the
area, but the bike riders either
left the area emporarily or got off
hte roads into the brushy canyons
where the care couldn’t follow.
The Sheriff’s motorcycle unit
had existed for sometime, but it
was not a full-time assignment for
the deputies until recently. Sheriff
Winter reports that it became an
immediate success. In the Loma
Prieta area especially the prob-
lems appear to have settled down.
Many of the riders had been
visiting the same areas for years
and weren't aware that some of
the things they are doing, like
trespassing on private, mountain
property, was a violation.
“When we point these things
out to them, they frequently leave
the area and never return,”
Deputy Clements explained.
Deputy McDonald said, “One
of our biggest problems is with
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the young riders, the kids. I mean
the ten and 12-year-olds. They
have no fear whatever. If you
take after them for a violation,
they will go places and take
chances that no adult would con-
sider.”

Yet some of the officers best
successes has been with teen-aged
riders., The officers have devel-
oped a program on motorcycle
safety and maintenance. At pre-
sent the officers are using it in
the junior high and high schools
of Los Altos Hills, Cupertino,
Saratoga and Monte Sereno.
Eventually they hope to make it
countywide.

“The program has allowed both
the officers and the boys to get to
know one another on a one to one
basis,” Rutgers commented.

Deputy McDonald added, “The
kids see us as the good guys and
that is a necessary part of law
enforcement.”
