The citizenshlp program is an Integral part of the
Community Service Organization's long range goal
towards developing citizen particlpation In govern-
mental and political offairs. It has as Its aim not only
In meeting the needs of our non-citizens, but In pro-
moting Integration and assimilation in the community.
In the six years that this program has been in operation,
countless numbers of our non-citizens have taken ad-
vantage of the Citizenship classes and have become
American Citizens. This project proved so successful
that it became a CSO project throughout the state. As
a result, thousands of non-citizens have taken their
citizenship examinations within the last six years. The
success of this project can be attributed to the fact that
many of our aged non-citizens can qualify to take their
examination in spanish under certain conditions. The
conditions being that persons who, on December 24,
1952, were over fifty years of age and had lived in the
United States for periods totaling twenty years do not
have to know the English language. The change in
language requirement in the Immigration and Nation-
ality Act of 1952 gave CSO the stimulus to create o
state-wide program of Citizenship classes In spanish for
the aged non-citizen who can qualify to take his ex-
amination in Spanish. Classes in English were also
Initiated for those who fell under the requirement.
