PIONEERS TO EVEN SEASON

IN F.W.C.

Led by first-year coach Glen Albaugh and paced by
Seniors Howie Foster and John Langenheim, the Pioneers
broke even in F.W.C. competition with a 6-6 record. Foster
became the most prolific scorer in Cal State history and
now holds the single game, season and career scoring rec-
ords, plus the single game rebound record. Langenheim
copped career and season rebounding honors.

The 1965-66 season was marred by the untimely death
of Roosevelt Dunn. Roosevelt, who was doing an out-
standing job at forward for the Pioneers, collapsed on the
bench during the first San Francisco State game and sub-
sequently died of a heart seizure.

The season was memorable in other ways. It marked
the end of an era at Cal State as the Pioneers bade farewell
to old Foothill gym which had housed basketball games
since the sport’s inception at the college. A new 3,000-seat
gym is under construction on campus and will be ready
for the 1966-67 season.

John set
early season records of 4:15.3 and 9:25.0 in the mile and two-mile races respectively.
Lodin also holds the school three-mile and N.C.A.A. six-mile records, both set
in 1965.

In the middle distances, Bob Boulton, holder of the school half-mile record
