Nestled on the slopes of the eastern foothills, on
the banks of Coyote Creek, two and one half miles
east of U.S. Highway 10l near Madrone, California
Is the WILLIAM F. JAMES BOYS RANCH, a Santa
Clara County Juvenile Probation Department facility
established in 1953 to rehabilitate and ' re~educate
wayward boys from the Santa Clara valley.

One of twelve camps of this type in the state of
California, the 35 acre campus serves 54 boys as a
minimum security institution where they can '*find"'
themselves ond make useful citizens upon their return
to the communities from where they were committed.

The plant consists of six main buildings of contem~-
porary design which feature low, horizontal lines and
are connected to each other by roofed passageways.
The grounds are beautifully landscaped and the imp-
ression is more of a medium sized country high school
than that of a Juvenile Dept. facility.

The concrete block Administration Building is an
air-conditioned structure which houses the offices of
Ranch Superintendent LEE C. JORDAN and Assistant
Superintendent Leonard C. Ramirez. A two woman
office staff takes care of all records and handles in-
coming telephone calls.

About fifty feet away is the main Dining Hall and
kitchen. The hall can seat up to 65 people comfort-
bly in a well ventilated, spotless, and odor free at-
mosphere. Mzals geared to balance the diet of grow-
ing boys are prepared by Mrs. Johnnie Jones, a cheer-
ful, smiling, negro woman who obviously enjoys her
work. Food is served to the ranch boys and personnel

in a very professional manner by boys who have been
trained for the job. KP duty is desirable duty at James
Ranch because it enables a boy to learn something
which he can work at after he leavesthe ranch. Many
of the ranchkitchen helpers have graduated and found
jobs with some of the more fashionable restaurants on
the peninsula.

For those who have had little training in proper use
of knife and fork, this is provided in their first few
days at the ranch. Under the expert tutelage of a
camp counselor the new boys are taught correct use
of all dining utensils, and good table manners.

Directly west of the Mess Hall is the dormitory
the boys sleep. The area is kept spotlessly

where

clean ond we were very impressed with the meticul-
ous care which goes into making beds, policing of
the general area inside and outside the building, and
arranging of personal effects and clothes inside the
boys' lockers.

North of the dorm is the well equipped Recreation
Building. There is a library available for those who
like to read, a canteen which sells candy bars, cokes,
peanuts, etc., television set, radio, phonograph, pi-
ano, wrestling mats, rope climb, and guitars for boys
to enjoy in their leisure time. For the TV watchers,
plush leather covered seats, which still looked brand
new although Assistant Superintendent Leonard Ram-
irez assured us that they are ''over six years old."

A short walk away, under roofed passageway, is
the Wood Shop where Mr. Galbreath teaches his stu-
dents the art of woodworking. The boys are allowed
to make things in shop and sell them to visitors on
visiting day. The articles are displayed in the Ad-
ministration Building and when sold the money is tur-
ned over to the boy who made the specific article.
One enterprising young man capitalized on his man-
val arts ability and went home with over $60.00 der-
ived from selling his work 11111111

industrial arts subjects predominate in the school's
curriculum, the academic arts are certainly not neg-
lected. Mr. Ernest Smith and Mr. Ronald Rydquist
teach Sclence, Language Arts, Math, Soclal Studies,
and Physical Education.

The ranch school, where a boy Is capable of gett-
ing a complete education from primary grades through
senior high school, is maintained by the county super-
intendent of schools. Each boy is required to attend
classes a minimum of 240 minutes per day. Addition-
al subjects taught are photography, mechanical draw-
ing, arts and crafts, ceramics, leather work, copper
tooling, and lapidary work. An electrical and metal
shop is planned for the future.

''| rate our school on a par with any in the coun-
ty, ' says Mr. Lee C. Jordan, '‘The classes are sm-
all, the instructors are very good, and the boy studies
in an atmosphere free of 'outside' distractions.'' On
our visit to the classrooms the boys seemed quite eager
to learn and in one particular demonstration of what
they had learned in a Science class, easily named the
muscles and bones of the human body.

Somewhat away from the main buildings but none-
theless an integral part of Ranch life are the agricul-
tural buildings, chicken houses, pig stalls, and a lush
green pasture for the livestock. Mr. Thad Murrin, a
California Poly graduate, has charge of the Ag pro-
gram. Livestock care and feeding, animal husbandry,
meat cutting and curing, are taught the boys by Mr.
Robert Pennington. The land around the ranch is pl-
anted to vegetables and pasture.

A Stock Re-lIssue Room, operated by one of the
boys, Is just one example of efficient organization
that makes the WILLIAM F. JAMES BOYS RANZH a
study in organization and efficiency second to none.
Here, clothing, toothbrushes, combs, razor blades,
guitars, shoe shine, and assorted other objects are
kept for issuing to the boys when needed. The young
man in charge of the stock room easily explained the
operational procedure and was apparently quite proud
of the splendid job he has done there.

VISITING DAYS:

Every other Sunday, between 11:45 A.M. and
2 P.M. s visiting time at James Ranch. Only mem-
bers of the boy's immediate family or the legal guar-
dians are permitted to visit the ward. Records of every
visitor to the ranch are kept to enable ranch counselors
to keep check on the parents' attitude toward their
boy.

HOW DOES A BOY GET TO JAMES RANCH?

Let us take an example; Billy H. gets picked up
by the police for purse-snatching. He is taken to
Juvenile Hall in San Jose. A probation officer is
assigned to the boy and he investigates the youth and
the charges against him thoroughly to determine if the
boy can be helped by living at James Ranch for a
while. If so, he places his name on a list which is
reviewed weekly by a Screening Committee consisting
of five members; the Probation Officer, the Supervis-
ing Officer at Juvenile Hall, the Ranch Superinten-
dent, a Juvenile Hall representative, and the Chief
Probation Officer. If Billy H., in the opinion of the
aforementioned group, will benefit by rehabilitation
and re-education at the ranch, he is transferred from

Pete Sanchez, Counselor; looks at boy's record
and discusses it with him in an informal and relaxed
manner. Mr. Sanchez is one of eleven skilled coun-

As they
make the 24 mile journey down Monterey Highway,
Mr. Ramirez tells the boy about the ranch, what it is
like, what he can expect to find there, how it will
help him, what he can expect of the ranch personnel,
counselors, Instructors, supervlsors; and more Import-

ant, what is expected of him.

RELIGION AN IMPORTANT PART OF RANCH LIFE

The religious needs of the boys at James Ranch
are very adequately taken care of. EVERY Sunday
the boys are taken into Morgan Hill, under close sup-
ervision, for services in the church of their faith. It
iIs a dally practice to offer grace before each meal
in the Ranch dining hall. A prayer is said every eve-
ning just before the boys retire. ''This was the boys'
own Idea,'' Mr. Jordan says proudly. We noticeda
surprising number of rosaries in the lockers of Catholic
boys and Mr. Leonard Ramirez assured us that they are
put to constant use. The Catholic boys go to confess-
lon and communion once a month when a priest from
Morgan Hill makes his monthly visit to the ranch.
DISCIPLINE

Discipline is used at James Ranch only for dev-
eloping SELF RELIANCE, SELF CONTROL, SELF
RESPECT, and most of all, SELF DISCIPLINE.

Louie Molina a promising young fighter

by DAVE E. SIERRA

Hard punching fighter LOUIE MOLINA stands to-
day on the threshold of fame In one of the roughest,
toughest, professions that man has yet concelvedas
means of earning a livelihood. Tuming professional
after 144 amateur bouts, Molina has put away eight
consecutive professional boxing opponents with an
Incessant and much respected barrage of blows.

Conquering tricky Cuban Orlando Zulueta before
a packedhouse at San Jose Clvic Auditorium on Thurs-
day, May 26th firmly established Lou Molina as a top
flight '"draw'' in the Garden City, the best crowd
pleaser since Eddie Chavez.

He now eyes the future with a determined, though
not cocky outlook, knowing full well that to scale
the heights of his chosen profession entails many hours
of hard work, many tough fights, long hours in the
gym sparring with eager, up and coming fighters, sh-
adow boxing, punching the big bag, and jumping ro-
pe. All this must come before the big money which
every boxer yearns for, the televised bouts, and later,
if everything goes well, perhaps, the Lightweight
Championship of the World,

The 2| year old Marine Corps veteran is ®ne of
the few professional fighters that we have known per-
sonally who retains a trace of modesty In him. The
facts are, most of the information for this article was
gathered by talking to his manager Angelo Rogers and
other friends at the gym where Lou works out from
5:30 to 7:30 P.M. daily.

Molina's strong family ties are readily evident
when he rattles off the names and ages of his six sis-
ters and two brothers without stopping to contempl-
ate. (Don't worry you women, | won't reveal your
ages!) The sisters are Jennle, Isabel, Jessie, Nicki,
Virginla, and Annie. The brothers are Greg, and
John, Jr.

Like most San Joseans, Louie is not a native of
the Santa Clara County seat, He was born in Carp-
interia (Santa Barbara County) in 1939, He first be-
came Interested in boxing while attending Grant El-
ementary School. ''| was always fighting in school,
every day,'' he recalls with agrin. He went to
Gardner School for awhile and then moved on into
""Woodrow'"' Jr. High.

Molina quit Lincoln High in his Junior year to
enter the Marines. He took boot training near San
Diego in October of 1955 and then came duty at Le-
jeune, Quantico, Newport, San Francisco, and the
Hawaiian Islands.

While serving in the Corps, Louie won the Pacific
Coast Golden Gloves Title for the second time, hav-
ing won also in 1954, He was also crowned Northern
California and Diamond Belt champion in 1955,

Molina won the Marine Corps and U, S, Interser-
vice titles In 1956 and then went into training for the
U.S. Olympic Team trials. Louvie defeated Juan Mo~
lendez of New York City in the Olympic Finals in
San Francisco. ''Juan Molendez is the best fighter
| ever met, Pro or Amateur, '* he says,

In the Olympic Games at Melbourne, Australia

he lost to highly talented Bobby Byrnes of Ireland in
the semi-final round. When asked if Byrnes had kn-
ocked him out Loule just grinned and shook his head.

Again in 1957, still in the Marines, Lou won the
Corps and U.S. Interservice Titles, besting the top
boxers in the Army, Navy, and Alr Force.

Discharged In October of 1958, Sergeant Louie
Molina returned to clvillan life and San Jose, Cal-
ifornia, ''| went to San Jose J.C. for one day, '' he
laughed, but didn't offer any explanation. ''And,
the college of hard knocks, '* he added.

lou Molina turned professional when he met Tom
""Hurrlcane'' Hunter In San Jose. Lou broke In with

a bang, putting Hunter away with a left hook to the
body, breaking three ribs, and ending the match in
the first round.

His next outing was against Kildo Nunez was he
put Kildo to sleep in the fifth round,

Ray Copeland of Richmond didn't even last out
the opening round against the aggressive, ever offen-
sive San Jose K.O. artist,

Antonio Lopez was
Camacho came next.

Camacho provided Molina with his first stiff test
and went ten rounds before Lou found the range and
flattened him with a hard right hand.

Morton was being trumpeted as the best boxing
prospect available in San Jose. ''Too much exper-
ience for Louie'' the experts said. They apparently
didn't reckon with Molina's determination, guts, and
punching power.

In two fast rounds Molina proved that Morton was
nothing more than an overrated, over-publicized pug,
knocking out the ex-San Jose City collegian with a
right hand to the body.

We asked Molina what was next after Orlando Zu-
lueta, provided he won. ''We take them one fight at
a time, "' Rogers replied. ''Some fighters win their
fights with their mouths and not in the ring, not us.
We don't read the papers.'' This was an obvious dig
at Manager Babe Griffin and Willie Morton. It is no
secret in San Jose boxing circles that Rogers and Gri-
ffin don't see eye to eye and for the moment, Rogers,
with Molina in his corner, definitely has the upper
hand.

Lovie admitted that he would love to meet Cisco
Andrade in San Jose. Why? Because Cisco fought
Molina when Louie was but |5 years old and tried to
knock him out but couldn't., Now, Molina would
like a chance to see if he can put Andrade in slum-
berland before the home folks.

Steve Mendoza, who also does a little fighting
now and then, says: ''| worked out with Louie, he's
got a good punch, strong, and he can hit, Got a lotta
heart. Some fighters get hit hard and knocked down
and If they're still conscious, they won't get up.
Molina's not that way, got a lot of heart, *' he says
tapping his chest, ''| predict that Zulueta will get
the same treatment that Morton got. "'

Of course all boxing fans know by now that Steve
Mendoza's predictions proved very sagacious in one
respect. Molina DID win the Zulueta bout though it
must go to the dusky Cubon's credit that he became
the first professional fighter to go 10 rounds with the
