Beginmning in September, San Jose
City College will offer 15 sections de-
signed for Mexican-Americans students,
according to Dr. Otto Roemmich, col-
lege president.

The new Mexican-American Stu-
dies Department will offer courses in
public speaking for Mexican-Americans,
improvement of writing, fundamentals
of composition, Mexican-American Lit-
erature, elementary Spanish for bilin-
guals, intermediate Spanish for bilin-
guals, college study techniques, Mexi-
can-American history, Mexican-Ameri-
can culture, and Mexican-American so-
ciology.

A total of 15 sections will be of-
fered in the 1l new courses, Dr. Roem-
mich notes.

Humberto Almazan was once a
movie, stage andtelevision star in Mex~
ico and Europe., Now, he is a Catholic
priest. Although actors turned priests
are rare enough, Father
community -- The Missionaries of the
Holy Apostles -~ is made up exclusively
of men choosing a new path. . .Men who
come late to religious life, many after
lengthy professional careers inthe world,

Humberto is one of three children
bornto a family with Castilian and Aztec
origins., In deference to his father, an
architect, he studied architecture at the
University of Mexico, When he reached
his majority, however, he began his
training in drama at the famed Palacio
de Dellas Artes of Mexico.

After a few minor parts in films,
he played the role of Puck in "A Mid-
summer Night's Dream" in 1949 on the
stage. This production is usually cited
asthe beginning of the modern theatre in
Mexico, and the role earned Humberto a
scholarshipto the Conservatoire Drama-
tique in Paris.

After two years of intensive and
successful study in France, Humberto
went to Italy where he played a small
role in the Roberto Rossellini film "U-
manita' with Ingrid Bergman, At this
time also, he worked with Anna Magnani
and Jean Renoir, and played roles with
the young Sophia Loren, Late in 1951, he
went to England, studied at the Old Vic,
attending lectures on acting by Sir Law-
rence Olivier, and played in the film
"The Net" directed by Anthony Asquith
for J. Arthur Rank Productions, Return-
ing to France in 1952, he appeared in

."Le Dortoir des Grandes" co-starring
with Jeanne Moreau,

Returning to Mexico, Humberto
played. the leading role in "The Young
Juarez'" for whichhe receivedthe''Ariel"
award (the equivalent of our "Oscar"),
and played leading roles with Pedro Ar-
mendariz, Dolores Del Rio, and other
actors famed in Mexico. By the end of
1959, he had made 21 movies, and as
"Juan Perez" on Mexican television, his
namewas asfamiliar as " Lucy" in Ame~

Three weeks later,
he sold his possessions -- a house in
Cuernavaca with a private pool, four
automobiles, an extravagant wardrobe,
and the rest -- and gave everything to .

In February of 1966, Humberto
Almazan was ordained to the priesthood
at the Shrine of the Immaculate Concep-
tion in Washington, D.C. His special
task isthe development of adult vocation
seminaries, but he also talks about his
career in addressing school and semi-
nary groups, collegiate and professional
audiences, Amish communities, Hadas-
sah meetings, and all mammer of diverse
groups.

The title of his address is "The
LIFE of My Story", an illusion both to
his former theatrical career and to his
recent, endeavors.

Yesterday, April 23, 1969, I
heard over the radio that the United
States had dropped 2, 000 tons of bombs
on North Viet Nam. I can't even begin
to imagine the horror and destruction
that such an amount of bombs can cause!

Today, I picked up the Excentrico
(April 20 Issue) I readabout Rosie & Jo-
sie "who have just returned from enter-
taining the boys in Viet Nam'. Candy
Veliz writes that it was a ""goodwill" en-
tertainment tour and according to Marce
Mora, "they had a ball."

How can Excentrico print such
absurdities? ? How can you ask the Me-
xican Community to accept that Rosie &
Jose had a "ball" entertaining men who
are fighting and dying in a horrible, ugly
and immozral war? If Excentricohis, or
has ever had, any pretentions of ser ring
Raza and of informing them of what is
going on, it should direct itself to such
questions as why the United States is in
Viet Nam and why our Mexican men are
dying there.

It ismy personal and moral opin-
ion that the United States has no right to
be in Viet Nam. What have the Vietna-
mese people ever done tothe U.S.? Viet
Nam is a poor, underdeveloped country
struggling with its own internal affairs
and the United States should get out!
Everyday I hear on the news that U.S.
bombers have dropped X number of bombs
on Viet Nam, but I have not yet heard of
a single bombing of the United States by
Vietnamese bombers!

Not only that, but actually who is
out in the forefront of the fighting and
suffering the casualties? -- the mino-
rities and the poor whites. The rich kids
arein college getting deferments, That
.means that while we - Chicanos, Mexi-
.canos, Mexican-Americans (whatever

name you want to use) -- are only 9% of
the population of California, we are 20%
ofthe casualties from California. Do you
realize that that means that more of us,

more of La Raza, are dying in Viet Nam
in comparison to the white population?
And for what?? Ihave not yet heard a
good explanation from the President(s)
or anyone else as to why we should be in
Viet Nam,

I'd like to refer again to Marce
Mora's article in whichshe states,"Jess
ison his way to Vietnam, Like many fa-
milies we must have faith and pray for
his safe return. Also let's all pray for
all our boys in Vietnam.," I would like to
ask her, '"have faith in what or who ?"
In God? What makes us think that God
will spare our boys and not the Vietna-
mese boys? Ina war somebody must die.
And I'm sure that the Vietnamese want
to live as badly as we do. I'm sure
mothers, sisters, and wives in Vietnam
pray for the safety of their men., Who
will God favor? Faith in the United
States? I can have no faith in a country
that sacrifices young blacks, Chicanos,
Puerto Ricans, and its confiding youth in
in a senseless War!

I would like you to show this let-
ter to all your staff, particularly the
people I have mentioned, perhaps it will
make them think a little. I would also
like to see this letter printed in your
magazine, but I know that won't happen
and for that I am sorry.
