Robert E. Gonzales
Attorney

Robert Gonzales was only thirty years old
when he formed his own law partnership,
Gonzales and Mitchell. During the next
three years, he pursued his private prac-
tice as an attorney, while at the same time
taking an active role in outside legal and
Mexican American community affairs. The
high point of his young career came on
January 6, 1969 when San Francisco Mu-
nicipal Court Judge Harry W. Low admin-
istered to Gonzales the oath of office for
San Francisco City and County Supervisor.
Mayor Joseph Alioto, watching the cere-
mony approvingly, commented afterward
that Gonzales' appointment by him was
the first of a person of Mexican ancestry
to that governing body since the turn of
the century.

OPINION

REPORT PROBES STATUS

OF SPANISH-SPEAKING

A report prepared by the Raza Associa-
tion—a citizens lobby for the Spanish-speak-
ing in the nation's capitol—and recently pub-
lished in La Luz Magazine probes the socio-
economic characteristic of the Spanish-
speaking population.

The lack of reliable and regular statistics
about the Spanish-speaking population has
resulted in the continued inability to make an
accurate assessment of the needs and par-
ticipation of Spanish-speaking citizens in the
social economic and political spheres in
America.

Despite limitations on the availability of
accurate data concerning the Spanish-
speaking population, there are several con-
clusions which can be made in light of the
most current information available on the
socio-economic conditions of the Spanish-
speaking population.

Three major conclusions which can be
made relative to the Spanish-speaking popu-
lation are

1. That the Spanish-speaking population is
a "young population."

2. The Spanish-speaking population lags
markedly behind other groups in educational
attainment.

3. The Spanish-speaking population is
over-represented in the low-income bracket.

Contrary to popular belief, the Spanish-
speaking population is not concentrated in
rural areas. The proportion of the Spanish-
9 speaking population living in urban areas is

82.5 per cent; 76 for Blacks, and 67.8 per
cent for the total population.

For the overall U.S. population, 11.1 per
cent of all people were classified as having
a low-income status; the percentage of the
total Spanish-speaking population which was

classified in a low-income category was 21.9
per cent.

The median income for individuals who
were 25 years old and over was $6,289; the
median income for Spanish-speaking indi-
viduals in the same category in 1973 was
$5,369.

Median income for the total population
becomes proportionately higher with four
years of high school in comparison to the
Spanish-speaking population. The median in-
come for all individuals completing four years
of high school was $7,055 in 1973.

The median income for Spanish-speaking
individuals completing four years of high
school during the same time was $6,611.

A current US. Census Bureau report
states that in 1973 2.9 million Spanish-
speaking men were of legal working age (16
years old and over); 79 per cent (2.3 million)
of those men were employed.

Spanish-speaking women who were of
legal working age numbered 3.2 million, ap-
proximately 40 per cent (1.3 million) of those
women were in the labor force.

Over 27 per cent of the Spanish-speaking
men were employed in transportation and
other operative occupations such as gas
station attendants, produce packers, drillers,
and manufacturing checkers.

The second most common form of em-
ployment for Spanish-speaking men was that
of craftsmen-repairmen, machinists, furni-
ture finishers, and other similar occupations.

Over 56 per cent of the Spanish-speaking
male population was employed in blue collar
jobs. The most common occupation for
Spanish-speaking women was that of clerical
work and operative occupations.

A current report issued by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics (U.S. Department of Labor)
for the third quarter of 1974 indicates that
there were 325,000 Spanish-speaking people
who were unemployed.

At 8.0 per cent the unemployment rate
for the Spanish-speaking population was more
than halfway between the 5 per cent unem-
ployment rate for white workers and a 10.5
per cent unemployment rate for Blacks.

Since the third quarter of 1973, workers
from the Spanish-speaking population suf-
fered an increase in unemployment at a rate
of 29 per cent: the rate was greater than
that for Blacks which was an 8 per cent in-
crease and for white which was a 22 per cent

As of August 1974, there were approxi-
mately 7.7 million school age children who
had a limted English speaking ability or who
could not speak Spanish. 90 per cent of those
7.7 million children came from the Spanish-
speaking population.

The attrition rate (drop-out rate) for Span-
ish-speaking individuals was higher than for
B i b e other groups. The nation-wide attrition me-
dian rate for Anglos-Whites was 20 per cent,
for Blacks it was 40 per cent and it was 55
i i . er cent for the Spanish-speaking population.

THE YAKUZA is Japanese for gangster.
From that alone you should get a good idea
of what this film is about. The title tells it
all and it tells nothing. If ""food for thought"
or "message’’ movies are your 'bag' then
you have a real treat coming your way. The
film which is a co-production between
Warner Bros. and Toei of Japan concerns
itself with old world traditions in a contem-
porary world and how they fit and don't fit
in our contemporary times.

The film stars Robert Mitchum who plays
an American ex-G.l., who goes to Japan to
find to do a favor for is best friend, played
by Brian Keith. The favor he has set out to
do is to ease a situation between ""The Ya-
kuza" a group in Japan that is much like the
Mafia in the U.S., and his friend Keith. The
only way Mitchum can do this is to ask the
brother of his old sweetheart, who was for-
merly a member of the ''Yakuza," and see
if he could help the situation as a spokes-
man. That is the basis for the plot and then
it goes from there and believe me, it goes.
The brother is played by Takakura Ken, a
very popular star in his own right in Japan.
| really can't say too much about the plot
without saying too much. It is written by
Robert Town (of ''Chinatown' fame). And
it is directed by Sidney Pollack. His previous
works include ""The Way We Were" and
"Jerimiah Johnson." Which explains the
movement of the film, slow and flowing
scenes with fast and exciting action scenes
interspersed throughout to make it a very
interesting piece of work with just the visual
alone. The story is something else entirely.
Unlike many current action movies that are
short on lore and long on gore, this one gives
you a great deal to think about and very
rich characterizations. After the first screen-
ing, you say to yourself; "Good." But later
on as the day wears on you think; "Wow,
what a movie," because the movie doesn't
end when you leave the theater.
