micilio, puede prepararse para una ca-
rrera u ocupacién de su predileccidn,
que a su tiempo, le dard una situacidn e
condmica mas firma y que sea de agra~
do suyo.

Por desgracia la mayoria de las
personas son apaticas para el estudio.
Los salones de las escuelas de cursos
especiales o para adultos se ven punto
menos que desiertos.
