EAST SAN JOSE RICH
IN CULTURE OF MEXICO

The population of Mexican ancestry that
reside in East San Jose is large enough to
make up a city of a size that would put it
among Mexico’s top 20 cities.

Approximately one half of Santa Clara
County’s 200,000 Mexican-Americans reside
in San Jose’s Central and East Valley areas.

Most of these families reside in a three
square mile area around Bayshore Freeway
and Alum Rock Avenue.

The concentration of these families in this
geographical area of San Jose has given rise
to a wealth of activities rich in a culture of
Mexico that should be passed onto the chil-
dren of this ethnic group.

One example is music which is an im-
portant part of the life of the Mexican
family. The guitar is the national musical
instrument of Mexico. Many of our Mexi-
can-American residents know how to play it.

New Mexico’s Lieutenant Governor Mon-
dragon realizing the value of the guitar in
the culture of the Mexican people introduced
legislation in his state (presently a law) that
required all public schools to offer guitar
lessons to the students.

Another example is the traditional food of
Mexico. I'm not necessarily referring to the
well known tacos, enchiladas, and tamales

which have been grossly changed in this state
from their original preparation.

I'm referring to the numerous typical
dishes as mole poblano, cocido de res, cal-
dillos, pozole, and many more that Mexican-
American children are missing out for the
franchised hamburger.

The adult Mexican-American generation

that still remembers the genuine Mexican
kitchen have an obligation to teach it to their
children and to offer their services to the
schools to teach it there.

The use of the Spanish language has to be
given more importance in the Mexican-
‘American home. The children are not learn-
ing it at home. The schools offer classes in
Spanish, but it is difficult to learn another
language attending three hours a week with-
out additional tutoring and practice.

The Mexican-American colony in Santa
Clara County is the second largest in Cali-
fornia. The group has the capability to make
a greater impact in the politics, business and
culture of this valley.

For the first time, this ethnic group is
joining the ranks of government and busi-
ness. The group is no longer nomadic nor
dependent in agriculture for their livelihood.

The group is well on its way in joining
the middle class ranks. Large numbers of
Chicanos are graduating from colleges and
going into the professions.

Strong corporations now are well estab-
lished in business. Banks and savings and
loans composed of predominately Chicano
directors and stockholders have now ap-
peared or are in the process of forming.

The Mexican-American in this part of the
state is now taking his rightful place in this
society. He has an identity and is proud of
his ethnic heritage. He will no longer be the
last one in the pecking order.

Minority Women's
Center Established

Through the efforts of several community
women and the Economic and Social Oppor-
tunities (ESO) office, Santa Clara County
may soon have a center dedicated to the
needs of women.

The Women’s Alliance (WOMA), the
center's new name, is now in existence but
has no operating facility, according to Ida
Brandon, project specialist for women’s con-
cerns in the ESO office.

WOMA is operating from the ESO office.
It offers an employment referral service for
women with a job developer to assist, and
a special connection with the San Francisco
Electrical Union’s apprenticeship program.

Brandon said funding for this first phase
of the center is coming from a revenue shar-
ing program under the Comprehensive Em-
ployment and Training Act, also known as
the emergency employment act.

Funding is still being sought for future
activities.

The concept of WOMA began last July,
Brandon said, when a special committee was
formed to investigate the establishment of a
women’s service center in San Jose offering
program on child care, mental health, em-
ployment, education, art and information.

Brandon explained the center will be di-
rected primarily toward the low-income and
minority woman, and female heads of the
households. She emphasized, however, the
center will be geared for all women’s con-
cerns.

In January WOMA, sclected an acting
membership committee and conducted a
membership drive.

A 14-member governing council was
elected in February, with council members
selected to represent specialty areas such as
minorities and low-income persons.

AN OPEN LETTER TO CESAR CHAVEZ
FROM ERNEST AND JULIO GALLO

Dear Mr. Chavez:

We are surprised that you are requesting an election by the Gallo farm workers, who
are the highest paid farm workers in the continental United States with the best
package of fringe benefits.

You know that Gallo has a legally binding contract with the Teamsters Union; the
union chosen by the Gallo farm workers to represent them.

You know that Gallo cannot unilaterally break that contract any more than Gallo can
break its contracts with the three AFL-CIO unions representing other Gallo workers.

You know that, if Gallo yielded to your request, Gallo would violate its contract with
the Teamsters and become subject to Teamster strikes, lawsuits and other harassment,
including boycotts.

You know that Gallo is now and always has been perfectly agreeable to an election
if you and the Teamsters would agree to such an election, and if the results were
legally binding and enforceable on all parties.

You know that the answer to this problem is in legislation — not marches, boycotts, and
demonstrations.

You know that Gallo has long supported legislation, state or federal, to give farm
workers and their employers the same rights, benetits and protection given most other
American laborers and their employers under the National Labor Relations Act.

You know that, so far, the only reason we do not have a California labor law like the
National Labor Relations Act is because you oppose such a law.

You know that California farm workers need and deserve such legislation, under
which most other American labor has grown strong and prosperous.

Isn’t it time, Mr. Chavez, that you change your position, and join the rest of organized
labor and Gallo in seeking legislation to bring farm labor under the protection of the
National Labor Relations Act, or an equivalent state law?

UFW MARCH

On March Tst more than 10,000 support-
ers of the United Farm Workers Union, led
by CEZAR CHAVEZ, marched into Modes-
to in a determined effort to force the E. & J.
Gallo Winery to hold a union representation
election.

"Viva la Huelga," '"Baycott Gallo,"
chanted marchers in route to the headquart-
ers of the nation's largest winery. Some
waved red flags and banners with the em-
blem of a black eagle representing the UFW
while others carried signs that read: ''Vene-
ceremos Modesto!" "Veneceremos cam-
pesino . . . we are a free people, we demand
freedom of choice and union."

Representatives from dozens of California
labor and civic groups joined the farmwork-
ers in the 100-mile walk from San Francisco,
Stockton and Fresno to Modesto.

The march culminated with a rally at Gra-
ceado Park, where Chavez exhorted his sup-
porters to continue their boycott of Gallo
products.

by CESAR CHAVEZ

GIANT corporation is trying to buy off
public opinion.

.. While hundreds of men, women and
children march from Fresno and San
Franeisco to Modesto, the E&J Gallo Winery
spends thousands of dollars to buy full-page
ads, in newspapers throughout Northern
California to make its point.

The marchers are on the way to Gallo’s
headquarters to demand a settlement of the
farm worker dispute. They ask that workers
be given the right to choose their own union
threugh free elections.

Gallo's ad was full of misinformation,
misleading implications and outright
falsehoods. Following are Gallo's claims,
and the truth on each issue:

.., ® "Gallo farm workers are in the union
of their choice.”

+"In 1967, Gallo signed with the United
Farm Workers union (UFW) on the basis of
signed authorization cards from a majority
of the workers, verified by the California
Department of Industrial Relations’
Condiliation Service. In 1973, while contract

renewal negotiations were underway, Gallo
abruptly ceased discussions, signed with the
Teamsters Union. The majority of field
workers went out on strike in protest.

 During early stages of the dispute, the
UFW demanded free elections. Gallo and the
Teamsters refused.

‘@ “Gallo farm workers are not on
strike.”

Gallo farm workers have been on strike
since June 27, 1973. The strikers were
notified by Gallo that “We hired someone
today to do your job and you have been
permanently replaced” — by strikebreakers.
The strikebreakers are not on strike.

. @ "The dispute is not between Gallo and
Gallo employes — it is a jurisdictional
dispute between the United Farm Workers
Union and the Teamsters Union.”

" The dispute is between striking Gallo
workeérs, who wanted to belong to the UFW.
and Gallo, who told them they had to belong
to the Teamsters.

@ “Gallo farm workers are the highest
paid in the continental United States.™

It's true Gallo’s wages, as specified in
thve contract, are roughly comparable to
throse of other farm workers under UFW
contract. But with the Teamsters, contract
wages and actual wages are two very
different things.

Consider the case of Ismael Gonzales,
brought to Gallo as a strikebreaker. In the
week ending Jan. 9, 1974, Mr. Gonzales
worked 27 hours and earned $75.62.

" After avariety of deductions —
in¢luding $56.98 for “miscellaneous™ -~ his
take-home pay was $1.10

“With $1.10 I couldn’t even afford to feed
my family,” Mr. Gonzales said. “At the
time, my baby was sick from not having
enough to eat.”

@ “The 200 permanent and 300 seasonal
Gallo union farm workers earn a minimum
of $3.10 to $4.05 per hour. and up to $9 per
hour during harvest.”

We'd like to see just one Gallo worker
whose take-home pay reflects these
seemingly high wages.

@ “Gallo farm workers have the best
package of fringe benefits of any farm
workers. Their union contract includes paid
pension plan, paid vacation, paid holidays,
premium overtime, paid life insurance, paid
unemployment insurance, paid health
insurance including major medical for the
entire family.” ;

Actually, the major benefits listed only
apply to full-time employes and not
migrant workers. Only about 10 to 15 per
cent qualify.

The health and welfare provisions apply
only when a worker has worked for 80 hours
the preceeding month. Under the UFW plan,
any worker who has worked for 90 days for




any employer under contract is eligible to
full benefits for the whole year for both
worker and family.

Mr. Gonzales, for example, was
promised $300 in maternity benefits for his
wife and baby by the Teamsters. He
received nothing.

The Teamster contract eliminates many
henefits of direct concern to workers.

It eliminates protection against
damgerous pesticides (state law
theoretically includes self protection, but
there is no effective enforcement
mechanism.)

It eliminates elected ranch committees,
which made sure contract promises were
fulfilled. It allows child labor in the fields.

The Teamster contract did away with
the union hiring hall, allowing Gallo to hire
whomever it pleased.

While there had been some problems
with the hiring hall, it was far more fair to
the workers than the labor contractor
system now used.

The hiring hall guarantees workers with
the most seniority will be hired.

Under the Teamster contract, Gallo is
free to hire only the youngest, strongest and
fastest workers, leaving mamy hard-
working and dedicated laborers with
nowhere to go after 30.

But the r&;‘ppective contract items are
beside the point. The real issue is that
Gallo’s workers were never allowed to
decide which union they wanted. They were
forced to join a union which gives them no
say in union affairs, which talks with
growers before it talks with workers, which
signs contracts with no input from the work
force.

@ “Gallo actively supports legislation,
state and federal, to give farm labor the
same rights and protections given most
other American labor under the National
Labor Relations Act which ensures workers
secret, impartial, government-supervised
elections.”

Gallo and the Teamsters have
consistently worked to sabotage state
legislation giving farm workers elections.
The UFW supports the original National
Labor Relations Act.

Unfortunately, the NLRA was later
amended to restrict the right to boycott and
add a cooling off period which would
effectively make harvest strikes illegal.
With these restrictions, organizing migrant
farm workers would be virtually impossible.

If Gallo’s workers really want the
Teamsters why is Gallo afraid to let them
vote? In their ad, Gallo says it would allow
elections if the Teamsters and the UFW
could agree to mechanism.

Why should we go begging to the
Teamsters for an election? They are on
record opposing any election. The workers

are asking the employer for one. In fact, the
UFW has said that if we lose, we’ll call off
the strike and the boycott, and we are
willing to put up a faith performance bond to
guarantee our word.

What more does Gallo want?

Confederacion de la
Raza Unida

An officer of Confederacion de la Raza
Unida has said that if the Santa Clara County
Deputy Sheriff Association brings a lawsuit
against her and other individuals, they’ll get
a class action lawsuit in return that may be
backed statewide.

“The Chicano community will not sit back
and take another slap in the face,” declared
Ernestine Garcia.

Mrs. Garcia was one of those singled out
Tuesday by Det. Sgt. Michael Wigham for
her statements about the entire sheriff’s de-
partment over the infamous mock “Chicano
Cheriff’s test.”

Mrs. Garcia had protested about the test
before the Board of Supervisors, and the
board apologized for the test as did Sheriff
James Geary.

“If they say their test was a ‘tension re-
liever, so were my remarks (before the su-
pervisors) a ‘tension reliever for the Chicano
community,” Mrs. Garcia said.

“Do the deputies expect us to give them
respect when they didn’t give us respect?
The remarks thy made (in the test) were
very offensive. Who says they are the only
ones who need tension relievers?”, Mrs. Gar-
cia asked.

Declaring she thought the entire issue had
already been settled, she said “evidently the
dputies don’t want to let it die. If they come
at us with a lawsuit, they will provoke the
entire Chicano community throughout the
state. It can be explosive and we will con-
sider filing a class action suit also.”

Wigham, president of the Santa Clara
County Deputy Sheriff Association, said
Tuesday that he expects the attorney his
group has hired will report within two weeks
on whether or not a suit is feasible.

At issue, according to Wigham, are public
statements that the entire department is
“racist,” with deputies having “sick minds”
because of the informally written test that
was distributed in the main jail last Decem-
ber. Five deputies responsible were later
placed on one and two-day suspensions.

Mayor Janet Hayes cancelled the plan to
investigate the number of illegal aliens living
in San Jose.

Mayor Hayes announced the cancellation
of the study at a joint press conference with
Confederacion de la Raza Unida, which
strongly opposed the study on the grounds

it would have resulted in the possible de-
portation of many Chicanos mistaken for
illegal aliens.

Mrs. Hayes, who had won unanimous
Council backing when she asked for informa-
tion on the illegal aliens and the impact they
were having on the San Jose unemployment
rate, Wednesday said city hall doesn’t have
the resources or jurisdiction to conduct such
a study. She also said other agencies couldn’t
help provide the necessary information.
