said. “We hope someone will 
play it at noon on the Speak­
e r’s Platform, but at this point 
nobody seems to know about 
it.”

At this point, there is a lot 
more which nobody seems to 
know about.

It was not Norman Lee Tal­
bot who was scheduled to be 
executed today, but Dorman 
Fred Talbot. Not only that. 
Talbot, who was convicted for 
a robbery slaying, received a 
stay of execution Feb. 24,1967 

San Quentin’s Warden’s O f­
fice said Talbot’s execution 
had been scheduled for Mar. 1. 
His appeal will be delivered 
before the US Supreme Court.

As it turns out, Paul Eugene 
Lavergne is scheduled for ex­
ecution today. He was con­
victed of first degree murder 
in May, 1965.

According to Miss Karp, 
four dates have been set for 
executions: today, March 28. 
and two in April. The others 
have not been established.

“Today they are going to 
start killing them; a b lo od  
bath of 61 people,” Miss Karp 
said. “ In my opinion they are 
clearing out Death Row so 
they can fill it up again.”

She said, “This is not an 
appeal to rock around and 
carry placards, but to appeal 
to people against morally 
wrong punishment.”

Other demonstrations by 
different groups include l e t ­
ters to Governor Reagan, a 
peaceful vigil outside the 
gates of San Quentin, and the 
playing of chimes by churches 
in the City.

“getting ourselves k n o wn ,  
which may help to get us seed­
ed in next year’s event.”

Looking to next season, the 
Gators will lose Goranson, 
Northrup, Steve Ponsi and 
Rich Ayres. Returnees will 
include Grant, Henne, God­
dard, Muller, Dan Lucas (a 
F ar W e s t e r n  Conference 
champion last year before be­
ing beat out by his own team ­
mates this season), and Ker-

mit Bankson.
“We’ve got a n u c leu s,"  

Abraham said, “but right now 
we lack depth.”
