The WALNUT TREE as a major contributor to the
summer fly problem was revealed today by Dr. D.M.
Bissell, City Health Officer.

""The female fly deposits her eggs into the walnut
husk which provides an ideal environment for the
growth of fly larvae'', Dr. Bissell explained.

""This discovery was the culmination of an exten-
sive field investigation beginning with a citizen's
request for assistance to eliminate ' white worms' whi-
ch were found on the ground below one of his walnut
trees, "'

Our sanitarian's field study identified the 'white
worms' to be fly larvae, or more commonly called
""maggots’'. A survey of the environment showed no
signs of the usual householder's fly breeding sources-
grass clippings, dirty garbage cans, and dog drop-
pings.

Recalling several instances when the walnut tree
was associated with a fly problem, the City sanitarian
picked one of the walnuts from the tree, pulled back
the skin, and found the husk to be infested with fly

by Robert Carey, Vector Control Specialist of the
San Jose City Health Department, indicated that there
are several common household species of flies deposi-
ting eggs in the walnut husk.,

Most common garden insect sprays are NOT effec-
tive in killing fly larvae. An effective spray would
be one which contains para-di-chlorobenzene, o
chemical used commonly in mothproofing agents,

Residents - should regularly survey the ground un-
derneath their walnut trees for larvae, since the fly
larvae are capable of rapidly boring into soft earth.
Evidence seems to indicate that walnut trees sprayed
regularly for insects are less likely to have the fem-
ale fly deposit her eggs in the walnut husk. This
knowledge suggests a long term control method for
making the walnut trees less attractive as a fly breed-
ing source.

Persons desiring to determine whether or not their
walnut trees are infested with fly larvae may do so by
taking walnuts from their tree and tearing the skin
back from the husk. If larvae are present, one will
see small yellowish white worms, the larvae, about
one fourth to one half inch long. If the larvae al-
ready have fallen to the ground, the walnut husk will
show evidence of burrowing and ten to be black wh-
ile the skin may or may not be green.

Perspns husking walnuts are advised to remove
their walnut husks in a manner that would discour-
age fly larvae from breeding. This means that, if fly
larvae are present in the husk, they should be sprayed
with a para-di-chlorobenzene spray.

larvae. A check of several other walnuts from the
tree and from other trees in the neighborhood found
most of the walnut husks to be breeding fly larvae.
A random check of walnut trees in different parts of
the City showed other walnut trees to be similarly
infested.

Essentially, this problem is created by the female
fly's ability to deposit her eggs in the husk. (The
husk covers the walnut shell while on the tree thru o
pin size hole made by other insects).

These eggs hatch into larvae or maggots, which
find the husk an adequate food source and a protect-
ive environment. The larvae eventually drop from the
walnut husk to find a more suitable environment for
the pupae or dormant stage of its life cycle. After a
short period of time, an adult fly emerges from the
pupa. This cycle takes only about 7 to 10 days dur-
ing the summer months in the Santa Clara Valley,
where the warm weather is conducive to rapid fly
breeding.

Flies are apt to deposit eggs in the walnut start-
ing from August on into the harvest season, which
varies according to the variety of walnut. The prob-
lem is most prevalent in September when the walnut
begins to ripen. The infested walnuts need not be
bruised or black for the fly to deposit her eggs in the
husk. Some walnuts appear to be very green, but upon
breaking open the skin, the husk will be infested with
maggots.

Agriculturists have been familiar with a species
of fly called the walnut husk fly, but their concern
was limited becouse the maggots domot affect the
walnut meat. However, ‘an investigation conducted

Many problems are arising since we have come to
the age of the automobile. Today we hear much about
the teenage driver, about part-time jobs and school.
We hear about the effect on the school work by own-
ing an automobile and the need for jobs for our young
people.

| would like to go into this matter. Studies have
been made on these subjects and what follows is in-
formation on this subject. It has been found that the
auto by itself and the part-time job are not harmful
by themselves but together they could have effects
which are detrimental to other areas of life. Aside
from the many problems that are created by the use
of an auto, what happens to the school life of a teen-
ager is most dramatic and important. The studies in-
dicate that the more the young driver uses the car the
lower will be his or her school grades.

In a study in which 20, 000 high school students
were involved, it found that 82% had drivers'
licenses and 25% owned cars.

was

'"A'' students 67% drive
''B'" students 69% drive
"' C"" students 72% drive

D' & "F'" students 76 to 82% drive

These students who own their own cars suffer much
more in terms of grades than do those who do not own
their own autos. Only 12% of those receiving "' A"
grades owned cars while 29% of those receiving "' F"'
grades owned cars.

Those students who drove their cars to school rec-
eived twice as many failing grades as those who only
drove cars on weekends.

Interesting to note isthe businessof part-time jobs.
It seems that those who have part-time jobs for the
only purpose of driving a car or supporting a car will
also suffer. A student will so many times have to work
only for buying gas, oil, repairing the car. If the
parents feel that it is most important to have the off-
spring be a social success instead of a success in sch-
ool, then allow him a car for work and for school and
let him use it frequently. Chances are that he might
not finish school.

A FEW IMPORTANT FACTS ABOUT CARS

studies tell us a few important facts which |

feel | should write about. They are:

1. The use of the car and the grades the student will
get are important. |t seems that if you want your
child to get good grades, then he must NOT use

the car frequently. The parent must control the
use of the car with authority.

2. Delay the use of the car or allowing the student
to get his driver's license.

3. The student's education is more important than
the old familiar story, '‘all the other kids have
cars and take them to school, why can't | get @
car? "'

4, When the student is in school, remember that his
school grades are much more important than his
using the car.

5. It is best not to allow your child to use the car if
his grades are poor.

6. The car should be used for weekends and not dur-
ing the school day or evenings.

7. The student should not have a part-time job just
because he wants to have money for the car. It
isbest to lend him the family car at the right
times.,

What parents and students or teenagers think about
safety is completely different. Teenagers have more
accidents than they should. It helps for him to have
driver education in high school.
