Most photographers are artists and depend on
their skill and fair dealing to hold a per-
manent place in the commnity. But, the —=-
files of the petter Business Bureaus show --
many cases where the practices of a minority
are detrimental to the public,

Some of them adopt "studio" names but have -
no"studios." They have their films and =eee
plates developed and printed in outside shops
where they are processed as Jobs, not as-==-
photographic art. Complaints are ignored---
and, when they pile up, customers find that-
the "studio" is no longer in business or —--
cannot be located. Often, the owner has-e--
onlychanged the address and name of the"stu-
dio,"

Some of the scheres used, methods, employed-
and things to look out for in dealing with--
this type are:

FAKE SAMPLES
Canvassers carry beautiful samples of photo-
graphic work, to show prospects. Fhotographs

delivered do not measure up to the samples--

C.0.D.

Often the finished photographs are sent to--
the customer C.0.D. In this manner, the ---
customer must pay before examination of the-
photos.

COUPON OFFERS

rPhotographers agents call on homes offering-
coupons for 50¢, 98¢, sometimes more. The--
coupons are supposedly good for one or more-
pictures "free" or at a special rate. The-

Some unethecal photo studios specialize-
in securing orders for special types of-
finished pictures i,e., convex, concave-
hexagonal, etc., in connection with a --
colored enlargement of a portrait., Many
customers don‘t know what these terms --
megn. In small type, the order calls —-
for a frame., The price of the photograph
may be reasonable, but the price of the-
frame is grossly inflated,

NEWS SERVICE
Many businessmen have been induced to --
have their photographs taken by a studio

resenting that their pictures were wanted
for publication in Rewspapers, magazines
etc. Whether or not the portrait ever -
appears in a publication, the business-—
men are pressured to buy copies at high-
prices,

But because he is also a good man. he finally goes back to
his village.
