ilere I am right back with a reply, I'r. DBengston. 1 was very
“happy to have heard from you again. Also glad to know you're
all doing well.

I just can't believe that the San Jonguin Valley has actually
cooled off--no, not after what I've experienced. Tule is
such a funny place. I belisve the weather man is undecided
as to whet he's doing or what he wants to do; for we're
always freezing in the mornings and evenings and roasting
in the afterncons. The last week we had real hot days--
something like those days in Pinedele. Then on Saturday
afternoon we had rain; first reel herd rain which poured
like cats and dogs. Again today we had freezing a.m. and
this afterncon is rather chilly plussed brisk wind. This
morning we had mess at 8:30 instead of the usual 7:00 and
lunch at 1:00 instead of 12:15 for the mess crew is on a
strike for they haven't received their clothing nor their
45¢ food allosance or their desire to have one man (Asst.
Project Steward) fired. I really don't know the exact
situation but something's serewy. And this morning Mr.
lMyer and r. Rowalt arrived from Frisco. I guess the ne ss
crew picked the right day to strike cuz these officials may
straighten out some difficulties and also cuz this morning
was really the coldest morning we've had since my arrival.

I wonder when we girls are going to receive our clothing.
We're promésed that we shall receive them right quiek-like
but we haven't got them yet. I heard the ones we're going
to get are red and black plaid lumber jackets which are
about four sizes too lerge. I guess I'm pretty fortunate
to be on the large size for they may fit me a little better
than those other Jap. girls. I hope.

Mr, Bengston, I never was so happy in my whole life then to
hear thet your gang at Pinedale was an outstanding group.
This news is & thrilling one for all us former Pinedalers.
Really it's because of ycu. All eredits go to you. Your
supervision was so efficient that everything wes a success,

You do your "darndest" to come up to Tule, lr. Bengston.
We're allwishing that you will come--and please make our
wish come true. Yes, that's right, the former Rec. Super-
visor's name is Theodore Waller. Some name, huh? Aren't I
